On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC ("Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI") submitted a Nationwide Permit 12
Pre-Construction Notification ("PCN") and Section 10 letter of permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project
(“Project”), located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois (“IL"), and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties,
Missouri ("MQ") to your office on January 27, 2017. Subsegent Addendums to the PCN were submitted to your office
on April 21, July 14, and December 15, 2017, with supplemental information to the Addendum III submitted on
January 12, 2018. Minor changes in the Project alignment along the north side of the Mississippi River were
necessary to avoid sensitive environmental resources located near the previous Horizontal Directional Drill ("HDD")
entrance. Additionally, the crossing of Coldwater Creek has been reverted to the previously submitted HDD crossing,
further reducing impacts. GAI has prepared this Addendum to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10 Letter of
Permission to address these changes.

The Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments. The first
segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect with the
Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles through
Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through St. Charles
County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and terminates
at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company (“"LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to as the “North
County Extension™), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately six miles
from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new interconnect with
Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC (“"Enable MRT”) and LGC. The total length of the Project pipeline will be
approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new metering and regulating ("M&R")
stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in Missouri, and (3) Enable MRT and LGC in
Missouri. This Project, as proposed, falls under the oversight of the Federal Energy Regulatory Comission (“"FERC").

GAI, on behalf of Spire, is hereby submitting for review a hard copy and an electronic copy of the Project’s
Nationwide Permit ("NWP") 12 PCN Addendum IV. This package has been prepared based on the Project adhering to
the general and regional conditons of a NWP-12 and Section 401 Water Quality Certification (*“WQC") General and
Specific Conditions within the State of Illinois and Missouri. Programmatic 401 WQC coverage issued by the Missouri
Department of Natural Resources ("MDNR") is pending the revised alignment at the Coldwater Creek crossing.
However, the switch to the HDD crossing of Coldwater Creek will further minimize impacts and satisfy the
requirements to obtain programmatic 401 WQC coverage within the State of Missouri. An Illinois-specific copy of this
PCN Addendum 1V has also been provided to the Illinois Department of Natural Resources and the Illinois
Environmental Protection Agency concurrently with this submittal for their confirmation of General Section 401
coverage.

Correspondence with the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (“IHPA") and the Missouri State Historic Preservation
Agency (*“MO SHPQ") has been ongoing. Additional areas in MO and IL were surveyed in December 2017, January
2018, and March 2018. Phase I survey results from fieldwork conducted in December 2017 were included in the
Addendum V reports, which were each submitted to the MO SHPO and IHPA on January 10, 2018. In a letter dated

July 2018

January 30, 2018, the MO SHPO provided comments on the Addendum V report, and GAI addressed these comments
in the revised Addendum V report submitted to the MO SHPO on February 21, 2018. The MO SHPO concurred with
the revised Addendum V report in a letter dated March 15, 2018. The receipt of concurrence with the Addendum V
report completes consultation with the MO SHPO. The IHPA concurred with the survey results and recommendations
for the IL portion of the project included in Addendum V in a letter dated March 22, 2018.

The Addendum VI reports included results and recommendations from Phase I fieldwork completed in IL in January
2018. This report was submitted to the IHPA on February 16, 2018. The IHPA issued their concurrence for the
Addendum VI report in a letter dated March 22, 2018.

In March 2018, GAI conducted fieldwork for a Phase II National Register of Historic Places eligibility evaluation at Site
11JY801 and the Addendum VII Phase I survey of an access road. GAI also prepared avoidance plans for Sites
11JY789 and 11JY800. The results and recommendations for the Phase II eligibility evaluation and Addendum VII
Phase I survey, along with the avoidance plans for Sites 11JY789 and 11JY800, were included in a single document
submitted to the IHPA on April 17, 2018. The IHPA requested that the single document submitted on April 17, 2018
be split into four separate documents. GAI submitted these four separate documents to the IHPA on May 11, 2018.
IHPA issued their final concurrence on June 15, 2018. To assist in your review, all prior SHPO and Tribal agency
coordination has been included in the attached PCN addendum as Attachment A.

Nationwide Permit (NWP) 12 and Section 10 Letter of Permission Request

As currently proposed, temporary impacts to 79 streams and 46 wetlands will be necessary to construct the Project.
Impacted streams and wetlands will be crossed using the dry-ditch open-cut method. A dam and flume method of
dewatering is installed to create a dry work area, the trenches are dug, the pipeline is placed, and the trench is then
refilled and the work area reclaimed. Additionally, temporary crossings of 28 streams and 20 wetlands located within
the Project workspace and along associated access roads will be required during construction of the Project. Other
aquatic resources, including the Mississippi and Missouri Rivers, Spanish Lake, and Sunfish Lake, will be crossed
using the HDD method. This method involves boring a tunnel beneath the aquatic resources through which the
pipeline will be pulled and installed. No physical impacts to the aquatic resources are anticipated to occur with this
construction method. Detailed information regarding these impacts can be found in Tables 1 and 2 in the attached
PCN Addendum.

Avoiding stream and wetland impacts as well as avoidance of sensitive resources has been one of the driving factors
in designing the proposed Project, and the currently proposed alignment represents an alternative that reduces
impacts to the furthest extent practicable, while still meeting the purpose and need of the Project. Spire has utilized
mitigation banking programs in IL and MO for compensatory mitigation to forested and scrub-shrub wetland impacts.
Further avoidance and minimization includes the placement of timber mats for equipment crossings of streams and
wetlands, and the Limit of Disturbance ("LOD”) width will be generally narrowed to a 75-foot width at the majority of
the resource crossings.

Streams and Wetlands

Fieldwork associated with stream and wetland investigations for the Project was conducted between September 2016
and January 2018. The surveys identified streams and wetlands within a approximately 300-foot wide corridor
centered on the proposed pipeline, and a 50-foot wide corridor surrounding the proposed access roads. Field
investigations identified 121 wetlands, 238 waterbodies, and 12 ponds within the current Project study area. These
features are outlined in the previously submitted Addendum III to the Wetland Delineation and Stream Identification
Report.

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC ("Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI”) submitted a Nationwide Permit 12 Joint
Permit Application (“JPA") and Section 10 letter of permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”),
located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois (“IL"”), and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri ("MO")
to your office on January 27, 2017. Subsegent Addendums to the PCN were submitted to your office on April 21,
July 14, and December 15, 2017. Minor changes in the Project alignment along the north side of the Mississippi River
were necessary to avoid sensitive environmental resources located near the previous Horizontal Directional Drill
("HDD") entrance. GAI has prepared this Addendum to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10 Letter of
Permission to address these changes.

The Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments. The first
segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect with the
Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles through
Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through St. Charles
County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and terminates
at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company ("LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to as the “North
County Extension™), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately six miles
from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new interconnect with
Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC ("Enable MRT") and LGC. The total length of the Project pipeline will be
approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new metering and regulating ("M&R")
stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in Missouri, and (3) Enable MRT and LGC in
Missouri.

Additional areas in IL were
surveyed in December 2017, January 2018, and March 2018. Phase I survey results from fieldwork conducted in
December 2017 were included in the Addendum V reports, which were each submitted to the IHPA on January 10,
2018. The IHPA concurred with the survey results and recommendations for the IL portion of the project included in
Addendum V in a letter dated March 22, 2018.

However, we would feel more comfortable if a condition was put in place that included
tribal consultation. Our archeologist recommended that in between condition ¢ & d that something could be proposed along the lines
as such:

As part of the Section 106 process, allow for 30 days for tribal review and include any tribal comments.

Now I know that this is FERC's condition, so I am not sure how much input you would have....With FERC being the lead agency, we
do not need to be involved in the MOA process, our main concern is that consultation with the Tribes is being handled appropriately.
Then we would just need documentation that the tribal consultation had been completed.

As discussed on Wednesday morning, below is the FERC condition (which was contained in the EA issued on September 29, 2017
and will be included in the FERC Certificate) which requires us to provide all SHPO concurrence information and/or mitigation plans
prior to proceeding with construction

Spire shall not begin construction of facilities and/or use of staging, storage, or temporary work areas and new or to-be-improved
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access roads until:

a.  Spire files with the Secretary, the Illinois SHPO's comments on the archaeological addenda and Phase II reports provided to date;
b.  Spire files with the Secretary, the Missouri SHPO's comments on the architectural addendum report;

c.  Spire files with the Secretary remaining cultural resources survey reports(s) and revised reports; any required site evaluation
report(s) and avoidance/treatment plan(s); and the Missouri and Illinois SHPOs' comments on the reports and plans;"

d.  the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation is afforded an opportunity to comment if historic properties would be adversely
affected; and

e. the FERC staff reviews and the Director of OEP approves the cultural resources reports and plans, and notifies Spire in writing
that treatment plans/mitigation measures (including archaeological data recovery) may be implemented and/or construction may
proceed.

All materials filed with the Commission containing location, character, and ownership information about cultural resources must have
the cover and any relevant pages therein clearly labeled in bold lettering: "CUI//PRIV - DO NOT RELEASE".

Typically, once the FERC Certificate is issued, we will have to file an Implementation Plan indicating how we will adhere and
implement each condition of the Certificate. Once that is complete, we then have to request a Notice to Proceed from FERC in order
to initiate construction which cannot be done until federal authorizations are in place and Section 106 is complete (or an MOA is
signed and in place).

Hope this helps. Please let us know how your legal folks view this and whether we the USACE can issue the Section 404/10 based on
this condition.

Just wanted to follow up with you and let you know we pulled together the
consultation from each agency so you have them in sequential order. It is
contained in the zip file that can be downloaded at the provided link. Also
wanted to provide some more insight to a couple of the items you requested.
Please see below and let me know if you have any additional questions.

FERC Environmental Assessment: FERC issued the Environmental
Assessment on the Project on September 29, 2017. This is the final NEPA
document prepared for the Project. FERC has not issued its Certificate for final
authorization of the Project. We can forward this item to you once it is
received.

USFWS Biological Opinion: USACE issued the final Biological Opinion on
February 2, 2018 and is included in this data package.



SHPO Correspondence: We are still waiting on concurrence from the
Addendum V reports submitted to both IL and MO SHPQ's. All other
correspondence is included in the data package, and we will forward the final
concurrence letters once they are received from each SHPO. We still have an
outstanding potential adverse impact in Illinois. We may be developing an
Memorandum of Agreement with the IL SHPO and FERC once the Certificate
has been issued. We will keep you updated on these discussions once we talk
to FERC.

Section 408 Coordination: The Section 408 coordination is still ongoing and
is on track to be issued upon receipt of the FERC Certificate. Matt Hunn has
been overseeing the review of the permit and coordination between the USACE
St. Louis District and the Consolidated North County Levee District once Ed
Rodriguez-Robles departed. Spire has had continued coordination with Susan
Wilson in USACE St. Louis District and USACE Headquarters. Spire has also
attended several meetings with the USACE St. Louis District and the
Consolidation North County Levee District. All previously submitted project
documentation is included in the data package.

MDNR 401 Water Quality Certification: As we currently stand we will no

longer require the individual 401 in Missouri. We were able to reduce our
impacts below the threshold for the individual 401, so the programmatic
coverage will apply. Documentation from Mike Irwin at the MDNR is included in
the data package.

Illinois EPA 401 Water Quality Certification: Not sure if you have heard
from them regarding 401 coverage. I spoke with Darin Gove at the end of
November and he informed me that they had done a cursory review and were
in agreement that the programmatic 401 would apply as well. He said they
don’t typically coordinate with USACE unless there is a need for an individual
401 so that might explain the lack of communication on their end previously.
Documentation from Darin Gove at the IEPA is included in the data package.

State and Local Permitting: Coordination with State and Local agencies
regarding Project permits/approvals is included in the data package. A table
outlining the required approvals for the Project is also included for reference.

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC ("Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAIL") is submitting additional information as
a supplement to the Addendum III to Nationwide Permit 12 Pre-Construction Notification and Section 10 letter of
permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”), which was submitted to your office on

December 15, 2017. This update addresses two route segments that have reverted to a previously submitted
alignment due to a landowner request, and additional environmental surveys where permission was previously
unavailable. Route changes are located between mileposts 2.2R3 through 3.0 and mileposts 14.3 through 15.1.
Environmental surveys were completed along previously inaccessible tracts between mileposts 33.6 through 33.9
and 34.5 through 34.7 on the 24-inch pipeline, and mileposts 1.9R3 and 2.1R2 through 2.3R2 on the North County
Extension. Environmental surveys are now complete for the route as shown. Changes are detailed on the revised
plan view maps below.

As currently proposed, temporary impacts to 86 streams and 46 wetlands will be necessary to construct the
Project. Impacted streams and wetlands will be crossed using the dry-ditch, open-cut method. Additionally,
temporary crossings of 26 streams and 19 wetlands located within the Project workspace and along associated
access roads will be required during construction of the Project. Other aquatic resources, including the Mississippi
and Missouri Rivers, Spanish Lake, and Sunfish Lake, will be crossed using a Horizontal Directional Drill ("HDD")
method. Detailed information regarding these impacts can be found in Tables 1 and 2 below.

Spire is also providing an update on agency correspondence regarding Section 7 Endangered Species Act and
Section 106 National Historic Preseveration Act consultations:

e OnJanuary 10, 2018, the United States Fish and Wildlife Service issued the draft Biological Opinion for
Indiana bat (Myotis sodalis) to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission and it is currently under review.

e The Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (“"IHPA”) and Missouri State Historic Preservation Office ("MO SHPO")
concurred with Spire’s Phase I Addendum IV Archaeological Survey in letters dated December 20, 2017 and
December 8, 2017, respectively.

e OnJanuary 10, 2018, Spire submitted the results of the Phase I Addendum V Archaeological Survey to the
IHPA and MO SHPO. Concurrence on these reports is pending and can be forwarded upon receipt.

e On November 29, 2017, Spire received concurrence from the MO SHPO that the Project would have no
adverse effect to historic properties, which concludes consultations regarding architectural resources.

With the submittal of Phase I Addendum V survey results, Spire has completed Phase I archaeological surveys on
the Project as currently designed. Spire continues to coordinate with IHPA regarding Phase II surveys or
avoidance for one potentially eligible site in Illinois. Additional agency correspondence is attached below.

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC ("Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI") submitted a Nationwide Permit 12
Pre-Construction Notification ("PCN") and Section 10 letter of permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project
(“Project”), located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois ("IL"), and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties,
Missouri ("MQ") to your office on January 27, 2017. An Addendum to the PCN was submitted to your office on April
21, 2017, and a second Addendum on July 14, 2017. Due to minor changes in the Project alignment, and obtaining
additional survey permission, GAI has prepared this Addendum to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10
Letter of Permission.

The revised Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments.
The first segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect
with the Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles
through Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through

St. Charles County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and
terminates at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company (“LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to as
the “North County Extension”), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately
six miles from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new
interconnect with Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC (“Enable MRT") and LGC. The total length of the Project
pipeline will be approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new metering and
regulating ("M&R") stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in Missouri, and (3) Enable
MRT and LGC in Missouri. This Project, as proposed, falls under the oversight of the Federal Energy Regulatory
Comission (“"FERC").

GAI, on behalf of Spire, is hereby submitting for review a hard copy and an electronic copy of the Project’s
Nationwide Permit ("NWP”) 12 PCN Addendum III. This package has been prepared based on the Project adhering to
the general and regional conditons of a NWP-12 and Section 401 Water Quality Certification ("WQC") General and
Specific Conditions within the State of Illinois and Missouri. Coordination with Missouri Department of Natural
Resources ("MDNR") in regard to 401 WQC is ongoing. An Illinois-specific copy of this PCN Addendum III has also
been provided to the Illinois Department of Natural Resources and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency
concurrently with this submittal for their confirmation of General Section 401 coverage.

United States Fish and Wildlife Service ("USFWS") consultation was initiated on August 29, 2016 and an initial
response was received on December 8, 2016. Subsequent communication with USFWS determined the Project is
within range of the decurrent false aster (Boltonia decurrens), and surveys were conducted for this species in July
and August 2017. A survey report was submitted to USFWS on August 31, 2017 and a response was received on
October 26, 2017.

Correspondence with the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency ("IHPA") and the Missouri State Historic Preservation
Agency (“MO SHPQ") has been ongoing. Additional areas in IL and MO were surveyed during the month of
November, however concurrence from each SHPO is still outstanding for portions of the northern workspaces for the
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Mississippi River drill and portions of the Missouri River drill. Additional responses from these agencies will be
provided once received in the anticipation that this permit application’s review can be initiated and completed without
those documents in hand. Agency correspondence is included as Attachment B in the attached PCN addendum.

Nationwide Permit (NWP) 12 and Section 10 Letter of Permission Request

As currently proposed, temporary impacts to 88 streams and 46 wetlands will be necessary to construct the Project.
Impacted streams and wetlands will be crossed using the dry-ditch open-cut method. A dam and flume method of
dewatering is installed to create a dry work area, the trenches are dug, the pipeline is placed, and the trench is then
refilled and the work area reclaimed. Additionally, temporary crossings of 27 streams and 19 wetlands located within
the Project workspace and along associated access roads will be required during construction of the Project. Other
aquatic resources, including the Mississippi and Missouri Rivers, Spanish Lake, and Sunfish Lake, will be crossed
using a Horizontal Directional Drill ("HDD") method. This method involves boring a tunnel beneath the aquatic
resources through which the pipeline will be pulled and installed. No physical impacts to the aquatic resources are
anticipated to occur with this construction method. Detailed information regarding these impacts can be found in
Tables 1 and 2 in the attached PCN Addendum.

Avoiding stream and wetland impacts has been one of the driving factors in designing the proposed Project, and the
currently proposed alignment represents an alternative that reduces stream and wetland impacts to the furthest
extent practicable, while still meeting the purpose and need of the Project. Spire intends to utilize mitigation banking
programs in IL and MO for impacts to forested and scrub-shrub wetlands. Further avoidance and minimization
includes the placement of timber mats for equipment crossings of streams and wetlands, and the Limit of
Disturbance ("LOD") width will be generally narrowed to a 75-foot width at the majority of the resource crossings.

Streams and Wetlands

Fieldwork associated with stream and wetland investigations for the Project was conducted between September 2016
and November 2017. The surveys identified streams and wetlands within a approximately 300-foot wide corridor
centered on the proposed pipeline, and a 50-foot wide corridor surrounding the proposed access roads. Field
investigations identified 121 wetlands, 237 waterbodies, and 12 ponds within the current Project study area. These
features are outlined in the Addendum III to the Wetland Delineation and Stream Identification Report, included in
the attached PCN Addendum. Approximately 0.5-mile of the 24-inch pipeline remains unsurveyed due to property
access constraints. Desktop identified aquatic resources have been included in these areas to supplement the stream
and wetland delineation field efforts. No additional resources are anticipated based on desktop review of the
unsurveyed portion of the Project.

An Addendum to the PCN was submitted to your office on April 21, 2017, and a
second Addendum on July 14, 2017. Due to minor changes in the Project alignment, and obtaining additional survey
permission, GAI has prepared this Addendum to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10 Letter of Permission.

The revised Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments.

A copy of this JPA Addendum has also been provided to the Illinois
Department of Natural Resources and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency concurrently with this submittal
for their confirmation of General Section 401 coverage.

United States Fish and Wildlife Service ("USFWS") consultation was initiated on August 29, 2016 and an initial
response was received on December 8, 2016. Subsequent communication with USFWS determined the Project is
within range of the decurrent false aster (Boltonia decurrens), and surveys were conducted for this species in July
and August 2017. A survey report was submitted to USFWS on August 31, 2017 and a response was received on
October 26, 2017.

Correspondence with the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency ("IHPA") and the Missouri State Historic Preservation
Agency (“MO SHPQ") has been ongoing. Additional areas in IL and MO were surveyed during the month of
November, however concurrence from each SHPO is still outstanding for portions of the northern workspaces for the
Mississippi River drill and portions of the Missouri River drill. Additional responses from these agencies will be
provided once received in the anticipation that this permit application’s review can be initiated and completed without
those documents in hand. Agency correspondence is included as Attachment B in the attached PCN addendum.
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Nationwide Permit (NWP) 12 and Section 10 Letter of Permission Request

As currently proposed, temporary impacts to 63 streams and 32 wetlands will be necessary to construct the Project.
Impacted streams and wetlands will be crossed using the dry-ditch open-cut method. A dam and flume method of
dewatering is installed to create a dry work area, the trenches are dug, the pipeline is placed, and the trench is then
refilled and the work area reclaimed. Additionally, temporary crossings of 22 streams and 10 wetlands located within
the Project workspace and along associated access roads will be required during construction of the Project. Other
aquatic resources, including the Mississippi River, will be crossed using a Horizontal Directional Drill (*HDD") method.
This method involves boring a tunnel beneath the aquatic resources through which the pipeline will be pulled and
installed. No physical impacts to the aquatic resources are anticipated to occur with this construction method.
Detailed information regarding these impacts can be found in Tables 1 and 2 in the attached PCN Addendum.

Avoiding stream and wetland impacts has been one of the driving factors in designing the proposed Project, and the
currently proposed alignment represents an alternative that reduces stream and wetland impacts to the furthest
extent practicable, while still meeting the purpose and need of the Project. Spire has reserved and is in the process
of purchasing compensatory mitigation credits for impacts to forested and scrub-shrub wetlands. Further avoidance
and minimization includes the placement of timber mats for equipment crossings of streams and wetlands, and the
Limit of Disturbance (“"LOD") width will be generally narrowed to a 75-foot width at the majority of the resource
crossings.

Streams and Wetlands

Fieldwork associated with stream and wetland investigations for the Project was conducted between September 2016
and November 2017. The surveys identified streams and wetlands within a approximately 300-foot wide corridor
centered on the proposed pipeline, and a 50-foot wide corridor surrounding the proposed access roads. Field
investigations identified 71 wetlands, 175 waterbodies, and 8 ponds within the current Project study area. These
features are outlined in the Addendum III to the Wetland Delineation and Stream Identification Report, included in
the attached JPA Addendum. Approximately 0.5-mile of the 24-inch pipeline remains unsurveyed due to property
access constraints. Desktop identified aquatic resources have been included in these areas to supplement the stream
and wetland delineation field efforts. No additional resources are anticipated based on desktop review of the
unsurveyed portion of the Project.

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC ("Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI") is submitting a Mitigation Plan ("Plan”)
for the Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”). GAI submitted an Addendum to the Pre-Construction Notification
("PCN") for your review on July 14, 2017, which included a revised list of impacts associated with the Project
footprint. Minor design and route changes were made to further reduce and avoid impacts to aquatic resources.
This Plan is intended to accompany the PCN and subsequent Addendums that were submitted to your office
regarding the Project (MVS-2016-582).

Project Information

The Project is located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri
as shown on Figure 1.

The Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments. The first
segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect with the
Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles through
Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through St. Charles
County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and
terminates at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company ("LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to
as the “North County Extension”), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend
approximately six miles from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate
at a new interconnect with Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC ("Enable MRT") and LGC. The total length of
the Project pipeline will be approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new metering
and regulating ("M&R") stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in Missouri, and (3)
Enable MRT and LGC in Missouri.

After significant avoidance and minimization measures the proposed alignment reduces stream and wetland impacts
to the furthest extent practicable, while still meeting the Project’s purpose and need. A total of six palustrine
forested (“"PFO") and one palustrine scrub-shrub ("PSS”) wetlands will be permanently impacted during construction
of the Project.

Mitigation Plan

Spire understands that the United States Army Corps of Engineers is requiring compensatory mitigation for
palustrine forested and palustrine scrub-shrub wetlands. Pursuant to email and phone discussions with you on
September 7, 2017, the total impacts requiring compensatory mitigation on the Project include 0.823 acres of
wetland, of which 0.776 acres is palustrine forested and 0.047 acres is palustrine scrub-shrub. Mitigation ratios
were increased by a factor of 1:1, as wetland bank credits were not available within the Project service area. This
requires the replacement of PSS wetlands at a 3:1 ratio and PFO wetlands at a 4:1 ratio in both Illinois and Missouri.

Spire proposes to compensate for impacted resources in Illinois by purchasing the required credits from the
Eberhardt Wetland Mitigation Bank. Spire has contacted the Eberhardt Wetland Mitigation Bank regarding available
credits and is in the process of reserving 2.3 acres of wetland credits to compensate for the impacted resources in
Illinois. Execution of the final purchase agreement between the Eberhardt Wetland Mitigation Bank and Spire will
occur once wetland delineations are complete and final designs are available. Upon approval of the permit, the
purchase agreement will be paid in full by Spire to the Eberhardt Wetland Mitigation Bank and a receipt of payment
will be delivered to the USACE.

For impacts in Missouri, Spire has contacted the Rosedale Wetland Bank in regards to credit reservation, and has
reserved 1 acre of credits for impacts associated with the Project. The Rosedale Wetland Bank is located outside
the service area of impact, and was utilized based on the lack of available credits within the service area. Execution
of the final purchase agreement between the Rosedale Wetland Bank and Spire will occur once wetland delineations
are complete and final designs are available. Upon approval of the permit, the purchase agreement will be paid in
full by Spire to the Rosedale Wetland Bank and a receipt of payment will be delivered to the USACE.

Closing

Spire has proposed a 65 mile Project that will require compensatory mitigation for 0.823 acres of wetland. Of the
0.823 acres, 0.776 acres are palustrine forested and 0.047 acres are palustrine scrub-shrub. The PSS wetlands are
to be mitigated for at a minimum replacement ratio of 2:1, however as the impacts are located outside the impact
service area the ratio will be increased to a rate of 3:1. The PFO wetlands will be mitigated at a 4:1 replacement
ratio. Mitigation bank credits will be purchased from the Eberhardt Wetland mitigation Bank for impacts in the State
of Illinois, and from the Rosedale Wetland Bank for Impacts in the State of Missouri.

All maintenance, performance standards, long-term protection management, adaptive management, and financial
assurances associated with Spire’s mitigation plan are the responsibility of the approved Mitigation Banks utilized
to offset impacts associated with the Project.

Ms. Lundh was calling to return my voicemails of 7/24/2018 and 8/2/2018.

GAI’'s Jason Duffey had left voicemails for Ms. Lundh regarding the period of validity for the bat mist net

surveys, as well as other T&E species surveys.

Ms. Lundh indicated the bat mist net surveys should be valid for two years, but this should be interpreted as the

summer they were conducted and the following two summer seasons. Therefore, tree clearing conducted

anytime through 2019 should not need any re-initiation of consultation. Clearing after 2019 (i.e., after March
31, 2020, should not be conducted without further discussions with USFWS. Any re-initiation would be

conducted by the FERC.

Other species surveys should be considered to be valid for a similar period. Spire could conduct additional

bald eagle nest searches each spring that construction continues; however, Spire could also notify contractors

and Environmental Inspectors to stop construction if a bald eagle nest is spotted. The secondary approach
would be effective because of the length of time it takes a nesting pair of bald eagles to become established in

the area, i.e., they do not immediately appear within the project and become affected. Spire should just

consider the best approach to avoid effects.

Ms. Lundh was calling to return my voicemails and emails.

Ms. Lundh indicated that the draft Biological Opinion was completed, and she was sending it to her Director

today to review. Her intent was to get it to FERC by 1/10/18.

Ms. Lundh indicated that there should be no surprises within the Biological Opinion other than the requirement
to complete post construction monitoring for the maternity and non-maternity areas.

She indicated the

comments did not contain any new information or anything of concern. She also indicated that she would like

Spire to come into the USFWS offices to present what they are doing regarding mitigation.

Called Ms. Lundh as a follow up to her email.

Ms. Lundh requested information from Spire on any recent mitigation discussions. She was informed that Spire
was working with Great Rivers Land Trust to potentially purchase a property near the Project area. The
property consists of forested bluff habitat similar to the habitat that exists in the area north of the Mississippi

River where the Project is crossing.

Great Rivers Land Trust currently owns the property but the property is unencumbered. Spire would purchase
the property and then work with Great Rivers Land Trust to put the property into a conservation easement.
Great Rivers Land Trust has extensive experience in the area managing conservation easements. Once the
property was in a conservation easement, Great Rivers Land Trust will work with Spire to develop a
management plan for the property to protect species, timber etc. No future development would be allowed on

the property.

Mitigation is considered voluntary for the purposes of the USFWS, so Ms. Lundh could not comment on if the
mitigation was considered adequate but she was happy that Spire had pursued some sort of conservation. Ms.
Lundh invited Spire into the Rock Island Field Office to discuss the mitigation that Spire proposed once the

transactions had occurred.

This letter acknowledges the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service’s (Service) September 29, 2017
receipt of the Environmental Assessment (EA) (Spire STL Pipeline Project Docket Nos. CP17—
40-000; CP17-40-001) for the Spire STL Pipeline Project and your letter requesting initiation of
formal consultation under Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act. The consultation concemns
the possible effects to threatened and endangered species by the construction of 65 miles of new,
24-inch-diameter natural gas pipeline in two segments in Scott, Greene, and Jersey counties in
Illinois, and St. Louis County, Missouri, and facilities associated with the project.

All information required for you to initiate formal consultation was included in the Biological
Assessment (BA) appended to your EA or is otherwise accessible for our consideration and
reference. The BA addresses the effects of the project on the Indiana bat (Myotis sodalis) and
decurrent false aster (Boltonia decurrens). Surveys conducted for the decurrent false aster within
the action area for the project subsequent to the writing of the BA indicate the absence of this
species. Therefore, we believe the project will have no effect on decurrent false aster and this
consultation will specifically address the effects of the project as described in the EA and BA on
the federally endangered Indiana bat.

The project may also affect the northern long-eared bat. ‘I'he Project 1s not within 0.25 mile of a
known northern long-eared bat hibernaculum or within 150 feet from a known occupied
maternity roost tree. There are no effects beyond those previously disclosed in the Service’s
programmatic biclogical opinion for the final 4(d) rule dated January 5, 2016. This project is
consistent with the description of the proposed action in the programmatic biological opinion,
and the 4(d) rule does not prohibit incidental take of the northern long-eared bat that may occur

as a result of this project. Therefore, the programmatic biological opinion satisfies the FERC’s
responsibilities under ESA section 7(a)(2) relative to the northern long-eared bat for this project.

We also acknowledge receipt of the Northern Long-eared Bat 4(d) Streamlined Consultation
Form included in Appendix K to the EA

The Service also concurs that the project is not likely to adversely affect the gray bat, least tern,
piping plover, red knot, and pallid sturgeon.

Section 7 allows the Service up to 90 calendar days to conclude formal consultation with your
agency and an additional 45 calendar days to prepare our biological opinion unless our agencies
mutually agree to an extension. Thus, we would expect to providé you with our biological
opinion no later than February 11, 2018.

As a reminder, the Endangered Species Act requires that after initiation of formal consultation
the Federal action agency may not make any irreversible or irretrievable commitment of
resources that limits future options. This practice insures agency actions do not preclude the
formulation or implementation of reasonable and prudent alternatives that avoid jeopardizing the
continued existence of endangered or threatened species or destroying or modifying their critical
habitats,

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC (“Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI") submitted a Nationwide Permit 12 Joint
Permit Application (“JPA") and Section 10 letter of permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”),
located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois ("IL"”), and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri ("MO")
to your office on January 27, 2017. Subsegent Addendums to the PCN were submitted to your office on April 21,
July 14, and December 15, 2017. Minor changes in the Project alignment along the north side of the Mississippi River
were necessary to avoid sensitive environmental resources located near the previous Horizontal Directional Drill
("HDD") entrance. GAI has prepared this Addendum to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10 Letter of
Permission to address these changes.

The Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments. The first
segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect with the
Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles through
Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through St. Charles
County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and terminates
at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company ("LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to as the “North
County Extension”), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately six miles
from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new interconnect with
Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC (“*Enable MRT"”) and LGC. The total length of the Project pipeline will be
approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new metering and regulating ("M&R")
stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in Missouri, and (3) Enable MRT and LGC in
Missouri. This Project, as proposed, falls under the oversight of the Federal Energy Regulatory Comission (“"FERC").

GAI, on behalf of Spire, is hereby submitting for review a hard copy and an electronic copy of the Project’s
Nationwide Permit ("NWP") 12 JPA Addendum IV. This package has been prepared based on the Project adhering to
the general and regional conditons of a NWP-12 and Section 401 Water Quality Certification ("WQC") General and
Specific Conditions within the State of Illinois. A copy of this JPA Addendum has also been provided to the Illinois
Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, St. Louis District concurrently with this
submittal for their confirmation of General Section 401 coverage.

Correspondence with the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (“"IHPA”) has been ongoing. Additional areas in IL were
surveyed in December 2017, January 2018, and March 2018. Phase I survey results from fieldwork conducted in
December 2017 were included in the Addendum V reports, which were each submitted to the IHPA on January 10,
2018. The IHPA concurred with the survey results and recommendations for the IL portion of the project included in
Addendum V in a letter dated March 22, 2018.

The Addendum VI reports included results and recommendations from Phase I fieldwork completed in IL in January
2018. This report was submitted to the IHPA on February 16, 2018. The IHPA issued their concurrence for the
Addendum VI report in a letter dated March 22, 2018.

In March 2018, GAI conducted fieldwork for a Phase II National Register of Historic Places eligibility evaluation at Site
11JY801 and the Addendum VII Phase I survey of an access road. GAI also prepared avoidance plans for Sites
113Y789 and 111Y800. The results and recommendations for the Phase II eligibility evaluation and Addendum VII
Phase I survey, along with the avoidance plans for Sites 11JY789 and 11JY800, were included in a single document
submitted to the IHPA on April 17, 2018. The IHPA requested that the single document submitted on April 17, 2018
be split into four separate documents. GAI submitted these four separate documents to the IHPA on May 11, 2018.
IHPA issued their final concurrence on June 15, 2018. To assist in your review, all prior SHPO and Tribal agency
coordination has been included in the attached PCN addendum as Attachment A.

Nationwide Permit (NWP) 12 and Section 10 Letter of Permission Request

As currently proposed, temporary impacts to 59 streams and 32 wetlands will be necessary to construct the Project.
Impacted streams and wetlands will be crossed using the dry-ditch open-cut method. A dam and flume method of
dewatering is installed to create a dry work area, the trenches are dug, the pipeline is placed, and the trench is then
refilled and the work area reclaimed. Additionally, temporary crossings of 23 streams and 11 wetlands located within
the Project workspace and along associated access roads will be required during construction of the Project. Other
aquatic resources, including the Mississippi River, will be crossed using a Horizontal Directional Drill ("HDD") method.
This method involves boring a tunnel beneath the aquatic resources through which the pipeline will be pulled and
installed. No physical impacts to the aquatic resources are anticipated to occur with this construction method.
Detailed information regarding these impacts can be found in Tables 1 and 2 in the attached JPA Addendum.

Avoiding stream and wetland impacts as well as avoidance of sensitive resources has been one of the driving factors
in designing the proposed Project, and the currently proposed alignment represents an alternative that reduces
impacts to the furthest extent practicable, while still meeting the purpose and need of the Project. Spire has utilized
mitigation banking programs in IL for compensatory mitigation to forested and scrub-shrub wetland impacts. Further
avoidance and minimization includes the placement of timber mats for equipment crossings of streams and wetlands,
and the Limit of Disturbance ("LOD") width will be generally narrowed to a 75-foot width at the majority of the
resource crossings.

Streams and Wetlands

Fieldwork associated with stream and wetland investigations for the Project was conducted between September 2016
and January 2018. The surveys identified streams and wetlands within a approximately 300-foot wide corridor
centered on the proposed pipeline, and a 50-foot wide corridor surrounding the proposed access roads. Field
investigations identified 71 wetlands, 176 waterbodies, and 8 ponds within the current Project study area. These
features are outlined in the previously submitted Addendum III to the Wetland Delineation and Stream Identification
Report.

1. We can change the post construction monitoring to match the BO (post construction years 2 and 7)
2. We can update the Conservation Plan to state that the IDNR agreed that Spire does not need to
reconsult with them on bats if variances arise out of construction that affect the bat habitat of 1 acre or

less; this will reference the USFWS Biological Opinion language too.

3. We can also make a point in the Conservation Plan that Spire is reviewing a potential reroute to go on
the western side of the existing ammonia line. This will not be considered a substantive change and will
not require additional public comment (she will make the same note in the ITA itself). We will show her

Page 2, paragraph 3, timber rattlesnake was also included in the EcoCAT results for Jersey County. Unless
there is a reason the species was not included in the list, please revise.

Regarding Comment #3 below, the alignment sheets on the FERC website are informative. However, the
process required to reach them will be burdensome to the public. Can the applicant find a way to make the
sheets more readily available with file names labeled such that residents don’t have to look through all files
to locate their county? Please include one plan view of the entire alignment where the public could locate a
plan sheet number that they may have interest in, and they would then have the ability to readily find

it. Multiple Department staff have attempted to find specific locations along the alignment, and it requires
opening a number of files. On at least one occasion, a message stating, “no data available for the specified
search criteria” was received. The Department believes these alignment sheets might be the information
the public seeks most in their review, and it’s the hardest information to get to.

Please confirm that the proposed Spire STL Pipeline will occur on the east side of the NuStar Pipeline as
previously discussed.

Page 16, last paragraph, and Figure 3, Attachment 1, the Department has determined that the specific den
and sighting locations of timber rattlesnakes may not be shared with the public due to the risk of
poaching. Please revise to reflect only the “potential timber rattlesnake habitat” or green-blue polygon
already shown on the map. Thank you.

Regarding the draft Public Notice, in the second full paragraph describing the location, please add the total
number of miles of pipeline construction covered under the Incidental Take Authorization request. In
other words, the number of miles included in the “discrete sections of the Project alignment.” In the next
paragraph, under minimization, this reviewer’s understanding is that not all waterbody and wetland
crossings will include “workspace reduction”; please revise to say that the workspace reduction will occur
at “some” crossings. Does “construction monitoring” mean biological monitoring at the construction

site? If so, please include this descriptor. In the fourth full paragraph, please insert that the Conservation
Plan may be viewed at the Department’s website at
https://www.dnr.illinois.gov/conservation/NaturalHeritage /Pages/Incidental-Take-Authorizations.aspx
(#180). Please seek information about the newspapers’ needs in advance of publication. The newspaper
publications must all occur on the same first date, no less than 14 days may pass between first and last
posting, and the local posting must occur three times in three consecutive weeks. Sounds silly, but it can be
tricky, especially if any of the local papers are weekly distribution. The posting in the official State
newspaper occurs only one time, but it must be concurrent (same date) with the first date of all other
papers. See attached Administrative Code 1080.20(b) [attached].

This letter is in reference to the above-mentioned project involving installation of approximately

59 miles of pipeline to supply and secure additional supplies of natural gas to the St. Louis
Metropolitan area.

The natural resource review identified protected resources in the vicinity of the proposed action.
The resources include the Chautauqua Prairie and Principia Hill Prairies West INAI Sites, the
Principia Hill Prairies-West Natural Heritage Landmark, timber rattlesnake (Crotalus horridus),
Indiana bat (Myotis sodalis), northern long-eared bat (Myotis septentrionalis) black sandshell
(Ligumia recta), butterfly (Ellipsaria lineolata), ebonyshell (Fusconia ebena), great plains rat
snake (Pantherophis emoryi), and large ground plum (Astragalus crassicarpus var. trichocalyx).

The project proponent has initiated the Incidental Take Authorization (ITA) process with the
Department for the Indiana bat, northern long-eared bat, and timber rattlesnake. The Department
recommends the applicant continue the ITA process until the authorization to take state-listed
species is completed.

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC (“Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI") submitted a Nationwide Permit 12 Joint
Permit Application (“JPA") and Section 10 letter of permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”),
located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois ("IL"”), and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri ("MO")
to your office on January 27, 2017. An Addendum to the PCN was submitted to your office on April 21, 2017, and a
second Addendum on July 14, 2017. Due to minor changes in the Project alignment, and obtaining additional survey
permission, GAI has prepared this Addendum to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10 Letter of Permission.

The revised Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments.
The first segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect
with the Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles
through Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through

St. Charles County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and
terminates at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company (“LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to as
the “North County Extension”), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately
six miles from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new
interconnect with Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC (“Enable MRT") and LGC. The total length of the Project
pipeline will be approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new metering and
regulating ("M&R") stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in Missouri, and (3) Enable
MRT and LGC in Missouri. This Project, as proposed, falls under the oversight of the Federal Energy Regulatory
Comission (“"FERC").

GAI, on behalf of Spire, is hereby submitting for review a hard copy and an electronic copy of the Project’s
Nationwide Permit ("NWP") 12 JPA Addendum III. This package has been prepared based on the Project adhering to
the general and regional conditons of a NWP-12 and Section 401 Water Quality Certification ("WQC") General and
Specific Conditions within the State of Illinois. A copy of this JPA Addendum has also been provided to the Illinois
Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, St. Louis District concurrently with this
submittal for their confirmation of General Section 401 coverage.

United States Fish and Wildlife Service ("USFWS") consultation was initiated on August 29, 2016 and an initial
response was received on December 8, 2016. Subsequent communication with USFWS determined the Project is
within range of the decurrent false aster (Boltonia decurrens), and surveys were conducted for this species in July
and August 2017. A survey report was submitted to USFWS on August 31, 2017 and a response was received on
October 26, 2017.

Correspondence with the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (“"IHPA”) and the Missouri State Historic Preservation
Agency ("MO SHPO") has been ongoing. Additional areas in IL and MO were surveyed during the month of
November, however concurrence from each SHPO is still outstanding for portions of the northern workspaces for the
Mississippi River drill and portions of the Missouri River drill. Additional responses from these agencies will be

provided once received in the anticipation that this permit application’s review can be initiated and completed without
those documents in hand. Agency correspondence is included as Attachment B in the attached PCN addendum.

Nationwide Permit (NWP) 12 and Section 10 Letter of Permission Request

As currently proposed, temporary impacts to 63 streams and 32 wetlands will be necessary to construct the Project.
Impacted streams and wetlands will be crossed using the dry-ditch open-cut method. A dam and flume method of
dewatering is installed to create a dry work area, the trenches are dug, the pipeline is placed, and the trench is then
refilled and the work area reclaimed. Additionally, temporary crossings of 22 streams and 10 wetlands located within
the Project workspace and along associated access roads will be required during construction of the Project. Other
aquatic resources, including the Mississippi River, will be crossed using a Horizontal Directional Drill ("HDD") method.
This method involves boring a tunnel beneath the aquatic resources through which the pipeline will be pulled and
installed. No physical impacts to the aquatic resources are anticipated to occur with this construction method.
Detailed information regarding these impacts can be found in Tables 1 and 2 in the attached PCN Addendum.

Avoiding stream and wetland impacts has been one of the driving factors in designing the proposed Project, and the
currently proposed alignment represents an alternative that reduces stream and wetland impacts to the furthest
extent practicable, while still meeting the purpose and need of the Project. Spire has reserved and is in the process
of purchasing compensatory mitigation credits for impacts to forested and scrub-shrub wetlands. Further avoidance
and minimization includes the placement of timber mats for equipment crossings of streams and wetlands, and the
Limit of Disturbance ("LOD") width will be generally narrowed to a 75-foot width at the majority of the resource
crossings.

Streams and Wetlands

Fieldwork associated with stream and wetland investigations for the Project was conducted between September 2016
and November 2017. The surveys identified streams and wetlands within a approximately 300-foot wide corridor
centered on the proposed pipeline, and a 50-foot wide corridor surrounding the proposed access roads. Field
investigations identified 71 wetlands, 175 waterbodies, and 8 ponds within the current Project study area. These
features are outlined in the Addendum III to the Wetland Delineation and Stream Identification Report, included in
the attached JPA Addendum. Approximately 0.5-mile of the 24-inch pipeline remains unsurveyed due to property
access constraints. Desktop identified aquatic resources have been included in these areas to supplement the stream
and wetland delineation field efforts. No additional resources are anticipated based on desktop review of the
unsurveyed portion of the Project.

Lori,

Thank you for the provision of a Conservation Plan as application for an Incidental Take
Authorization for the potential taking of the Indiana bat, northern long-eared bat, and timber
rattlesnake during the construction of the Spire STL Pipeline. Comments follow:

1. Pursuant to the Department’s regulations under the Illinois Endangered Species Act, 17 Ill.
Adm. Code 1080.10(a)(1)(A), Spire is required to provide a “legal description, if available, or
detailed description including street address and map of the area to be affected by the
proposed action and indicia of ownership or control of affected property.” The Department
acknowledges receipt of copies of recorded easements for 10 of the 88 parcels with
identified bat habitats, and that Spire has represented it is close to securing and/or
recording easements for an additional 20 parcels. As to the remaining parcels of affected
property, the Department understands that Spire presently intends to rely on certificates of
public convenience and necessity (the “Certificate”) for which Spire has applied to the
Federal Energy Regulation Commission (“FERC”) pursuant to Section 7(c) of the Natural Gas
Act (see Conservation Plan Page 4).

The Department understands that the FERC will not be in a position to vote on whether to
issue the Certificate to Spire before its January meeting, at the earliest. Until Spire provides
the Department with a copy of the Certificate or copies of additional easements covering the
remaining affected parcels, the Department is unable to evaluate whether Spire’s
conservation plan fully satisfies 17 I1l. Adm. Code 1080.10(a)(1)(A). The Department
requests that Spire apprise the Department regarding further developments concerning
issuance of the FERC Certificate or Spire’s acquisition of additional easements.

To the extent that Spire relies on the Certificate as its indicia of ownership or control of any
parcels of affected property, rather than an agreed easement, the Department reserves the
right to impose additional terms and conditions as part of the Department’s final review of
the Conservation Plan pursuant to 17 Ill. Adm. Code 1080.40. For example, subject to the
Department’s review of the Certificate, obtaining the Certificate likely would constitute an
indicia of ownership or control such that the Conservation Plan may be considered
complete as to that issue. That said, the Department will not authorize Spire to undertake
any activities on an affected property unless and until Spire has a legal right to enter that
property, such as pursuant to an agreed easement or a court order in an eminent domain
proceeding

2. Per the Illinois Endangered Species Protection Act (520 ILCS 10/3), it is unlawful “...to take
plants on the Illinois List without the express written permission of the landowner...” In
those areas along the alignment where listed plants may exist, the Department advises that
Spire include language considering the potential risk of taking listed plants within the
respective landowner easement agreement.

Page 17, under Clearing and Grading, please cite where in the document the public (and
other reviewers) can view the “...Project construction alignment sheets...” mentioned in
second line of second paragraph.

Page 18 and Attachment 6 - The Department appreciates the inclusion of the Blasting Plan
within the Conservation Plan. On Page 1 of the Plan, it states that IDNR would be contacted
prior to commencement for coordination. Who in IDNR would be contacted? This does not
require amending the Blasting Plan. For purposes of the Department’s internal review
meetings related to this proposed project, | am interested in who in the Office of Mines and
Minerals you will be working with. Thank you.

Pages 25 and 26 present three tables containing impact acreages for potential

habitat. Together for the three species, the total comes to 40.3 acres. The amount of
potential habitat impacted as identified on Page 1 is 30.4 acres. This reviewer assumes that
there must be some habitat overlap among species. Please describe that calculation in this
section. This Amount of Affected Habitat acreage total should match the initial estimate or,
rather, an explanation should be provided as to why it does not match.

Page 29, under Timber Rattlesnake, please describe how the estimated population number
of 100 individuals was derived.

Page 30, under Vegetation Maintenance, the first paragraph states that mowing will occur
after August 1; and, further, that this corresponds with “...rattlesnake avoidance measures
described in this Conservation Plan.” To which measures are you referring and where in
the Plan? As presented under Table 5 on Page 23 for other States, and as supported by
Principia’s data, timber rattlesnakes are out until October. Please clarify.

Page 34, last paragraph, under Protection of hibernacula; this sentence should read, “The
closest known den...” Please be aware that gravid females, their young, and potentially
snakes undergoing shed would be utilizing the bluff dens during summer. In addition, it’s
important to note that a single survey was conducted at West Farm and should not be
considered conclusive in terms of the identification of “...closest den...” Therefore, although
scheduling HDD from April 15 - October 31 may avoid disturbance to hibernating
individuals, it cannot be presented as avoidance to gravid females, their young, and snakes
undergoing shed. It can, however, be presented as minimization.

Page 35, under Blasting controls, please estimate the potential distance of vibration from
ignition site. Please present within the Conservation Plan the established kill zone and
impact zone (potential damage to hearing and internal organs) for rattlesnakes. Although a
blasting restriction outside of the hibernation period should minimize potential take; gravid
females, their young, and potentially snakes undergoing shed would be utilizing the bluff
dens during summer. In addition, it's important to note that a single survey was conducted
at West Farm and should not be construed as conclusive in terms of the identification of
“...the nearest known den.” Please address whether and how these realities were
considered in the calculation of timber rattlesnake take numbers.

Page 35, under Vegetation Maintenance, this section is not consistent with #7 above. Please
clarify within the Plan. What are the proposed mowing dates?

Page 36, top of page, please provide the Karst Mitigation Plan.

Page 36, Mitigation Measures, please provide the proposed easement language. Please
provide the proposed management plan for the mitigation property, identify its duration,
and value. Will a stewardship endowment be established and, if so, please value. Who will

hold fee title to the mitigation property? Have species surveys been conducted on the
mitigation property to support presence of the species for which the take permit is
sought? Is the applicant additionally considering a contribution to species research as
mentioned in the October 4, 2017, meeting with the Department?

Page 37, Post-Construction Monitoring, this action is required by Illinois Administrative
Code section 1080.60. The April 1 federal cut-off date for tree clearance is not a date certain
for when bats arrive to an area. Warmer spring may translate to earlier emergence from
hibernacula. If the applicant seeks take authorization for a species, the post-construction
monitoring shall include that species. The Department does not concur with the monitoring
contingency based on tree clearance dates. In addition, post-construction monitoring shall
occur within the impact area, which the Department understands to be 90-feet-wide in
upland areas and 75-feet-wide at wetlands or streams. The distinction, in this case, is small
but all Conservation Plans are held to the same standard. Please amend your Plan to reflect
this requirement rather than the 50-feet-wide permanent right-of-way. If there is an issue
with using this survey area due to easement language and rights, please provide.

Page 36, typo “INDR” within second full sentence from top of page.

Page 48, in Notes under Table 16, please see #13 above.

Page 49, the Department notes Spire’s general statement regarding federal preemption at
the top of this page. Given the present status of the Conservation Plan as well as the facts
presented to the Department, the statement is so vague and non-specific that any discussion

of preemption is premature at this time.

Page 49, typo “INDR” in last sentence before Table 17.

If I have requested anything that the applicant believes is adequately covered already, please
simply let me know. I'd be happy to discuss any of the comments above in more detail at your
convenience. Thank you for your effort.

For the purposes of this supplemental cultural resource survey, the direct Impact Area of Potential Effect ("APE") in
Illinois Included a 30.48-meter (m)- (100-foot [ft])- wide study corridor centered on 0.19-km (0.12-ml) of a
proposed access road route. It is anticipated the construction right-of-way for the final design of the Project will be
narrower and wholly contalned within the direct impact APE as defined above. In total, the Addendum VII
supplemental archaeological APE for the Illinois portion of the Project included 0.44-hectare (1.09 acres).

Spire Is seeking authorization from the Federal
Energy Regulatory Commission pursuant to Section 7{c) of the Natural Gas Act to construct and
operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project ("Project”) located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey
Counties, Iilinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri. The total length of the Project
pipelines will be approximately 104 kilometers (65 miles), of which approxirmately 73.5 kilometers
(45.7 miies) are in Illinois.

Site 111Y801 was identified during GAI's supplemental Phase I archaeological survey of land parcel
MMID 1741 in January 2018, the resuits of which are inciuded in the A VI Phase I

Archa Survey Report submitted to the Iilinois Historic Preservation Agency ("IHPA") on
February 16, 2018 (Hood 2018). The IHPA concurred with the Addendum VI report in a letter dated
March 22, 2018. At Spire’s request, GAI conducted Phase II testing at Site 11JY801 in March 2018
within the Area of Potential Effect ("APE"). Given that the construction right-of-way (the area of ground
disturbance created by Project construction activities) in the vicinity of Site 113Y801 had not been
finalized prior to the beginning of Phase II fieldwork, the APE for the Phase II investigation consisted
of the boundaries delineated when the site was identified in January 2018 during Phase I survey of a
potential reroute and an associated workspace. The APE for Phase II studies aiso includes the Project
area immediately surrounding the site, which was subjected to shovel testing, where possible due to
ground disturbance and sloping terrain constraints, to confirm site boundaries. In total, the

Site 111Y801 Phase II APE is 0.2-hectare (0.5-acre). In the vicinity of Site 11JY801, the proposed
Project constructlon right-of-way includes a 35-41-meter- (115-134-foot-) wide pipeline corridor and a
0.28-hectare (0.68-acre) workspace. The proposed construction right-of-way is wholly encompassed by
the previously surveyed Project APE; results of these Phase I surveys are presented in the

Addendum III and VI reports (Hood 2018; Scuoteguazza and Hood 2017).

Based on Phase II testing results, Site 111Y801 has moderate integrity and a low research potential. It
is concluded that archaeological investigations conducted to date have exhausted the site’s information
potential within the Phase II Project APE. Accordingly, GAI recommends that the site is not eligible for
listing in the Nationai Register of Historic Places under Criterion D. No further work is recommended for
Site 111Y801.

Site 11JY801 Phase Il archaeological survey results. Spire is seeking authorization from the Federal
Energy Regulatory Commission pursuant to Section 7(c) of the Natural Gas Act to construct and
operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project ("Project”) located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey
Counties, lllinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri. The total length of the Project
pipelines will be approximately 104 kilometers (65 miles), of which approximately 73.5 kilometers
(45.7 miles) are in lllinois.

Site 11JY801 was identified during GAI's supplemental Phase I archaeological survey of land parcel
MMID 1741 in January 2018, the results of which are included in the Addendum VI Phase /
Archaeological Survey Report submitted to the lllinois Historic Preservation Agency (“"IHPA") on
February 16, 2018 (Hood 2018). The IHPA concurred with the Addendum VI report in a letter dated
March 22, 2018. At Spire’s request, GAI conducted Phase II testing at Site 11JY801 in March 2018
within the Area of Potential Effect ("APE"). Given that the construction right-of-way (the area of ground
disturbance created by Project construction activities) in the vicinity of Site 11JY801 had not been
finalized prior to the beginning of Phase Il fieldwork, the APE for the Phase Il investigation consisted
of the boundaries delineated when the site was identified in January 2018 during Phase | survey of a
potential reroute and an associated workspace. The APE for Phase Il studies also includes the Project
area immediately surrounding the site, which was subjected to shovel testing, where possible due to
ground disturbance and sloping terrain constraints, to confirm site boundaries. In total, the

Site 11JY801 Phase Il APE is 0.2-hectare (0.5-acre). In the vicinity of Site 11JY801, the proposed
Project construction right-of-way includes a 35-41-meter- (115-134-foot-) wide pipeline corridor and a
0.28-hectare (0.68-acre) workspace. The proposed construction right-of-way is wholly encompassed by
the previously surveyed Project APE; results of these Phase | surveys are presented in the

Addendum 111 and VI reports (Hood 2018; Scuoteguazza and Hood 2017).

Based on Phase Il testing results, Site 11JY801 has moderate integrity and a low research potential. It
is concluded that archaeological investigations conducted to date have exhausted the site’s information
potential within the Phase Il Project APE. Accordingly, GAl recommends that the site is not eligible for
listing in the National Register of Historic Places under Criterion D. No further work is recommended for
Site 11JY801.

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC ("Spire”), a wholly owned subsidiary of Spire Inc., GAI Consultants,
Inc. ("GAI") is submitting for your review and comment the enclosed Phase I Addendum VI Report.
Spire is seeking authorization from the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission pursuant to Section 7(c)
of the Natural Gas Act to construct and operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”)
located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri.
The total length of the Project pipelines will be approximately 104 kilometers (65 miles), of which
approximately kilometers 73.5 kilometers (45.7 miles) are in Illinois.

The Phase I Addendum VI report includes results from a supplemental Phase I cultural resource survey
conducted on January 9-13 and 19-20, 2018 within a potential reroute of the Project’s pipeline
alignment and two associated workspaces from Milepost 44.6-45. For the purposes of this
supplemental cultural resource survey, the direct impact Area of Potential Effect ("APE") in Illinois
included a 18-45-meter- (59-147-foot-) wide study corridor along 0.7 kilometer (0.43 mile) of proposed
pipeline route. The supplemental APE also included two workspaces associated with this potential
reroute, covering 0.62 hectare (1.55 acres) and 0.31 hectare (0.77 acre), respectively. It is anticipated
the construction right-of-way for the final design of the Project will be narrower and wholly contained
within the direct impact APE as defined above. In total, the supplemental archaeological APE for the
Illinois portion of the Project included 2.84 hectares (7.04 acres).

Based on background research conducted for this supplemental survey, no previously recorded cultural
resources are mapped within the supplemental APE. Three archaeological sites were identified during
the supplemental Phase I archaeological survey, none of which were previously recorded. Two of the
three sites are precontact habitations recommended potentially eligible for listing in the National
Register of Historic Places (NRHP): Sites 11JY800 and 11JY801. GAI recommends avoidance or Phase
IT eligibility evaluations for both sites. Additionally, GAI recommends the historic-period component of
Site 11JY802 (a late-nineteenth to early-twentieth century habitation and small lithic scatter) is
potentially eligible for NRHP listing, and this portion of the site should be avoided or subjected to a
Phase II eligibility evaluation. Upon completion of supplemental fieldwork in January 2018, Phase I
cultural resources survey has been completed in the Illinois portion of the Project APE, as currently
designed.

GAI, on behalf of Spire, is requesting your review and concurrence of the attached Phase I Addendum

Spire is seeking authorization from the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission pursuant to Section 7(c)
of the Natural Gas Act to construct and operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”)
located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri.
The total length of the Project pipelines will be approximately 65 miles, of which approximately 45.35
miles are in Illinois.

The Phase I Addendum V report includes results from a supplemental Phase I cultural resource survey
conducted on December 19, 2017 within one land parcel at Milepost ("MP") 32.4-32.9 where survey
permission has been granted since the last Phase I field session concluded in November 2017. For the
purposes of this supplemental cultural resource survey, the direct impact Area of Potential Effect
("APE") in Illinois included a 78-meter- (256-foot-) wide study corridor centered on 0.81 kilometer (0.5
mile) of proposed pipeline route. It is anticipated that the construction right-of-way for the final design
of the Project will be narrower and wholly contained within the direct impact APE as defined above. In
total, the Addendum V supplemental archaeological APE for the Illinois portion of the Project included
6.49 hectares (16.04 acres). Based on background research conducted for this supplemental survey,
no previously recorded cultural resources are mapped within the supplemental APE. Furthermore, no
cultural resources were identified during Phase I survey of the supplemental APE in December 2017.
Upon completion of supplemental fieldwork in December 2017, Phase I cultural resources survey has
been completed in the Illinois portion of the Project APE, as currently designed. Based on consultation
with the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (“"IHPA"), Spire understands that Project impacts to Site
11JY789 need to be avoided, given that the site is potentially eligible for listing in the National Register
of Historic Places. If site avoidance is not possible, then a Phase II eligibility evaluation needs to be
conducted at the site.

The Addendum V report also includes recent Project design changes to the proposed pipeline
alignment in the vicinity of MP 2.2R3-3R3 and 14.4-15.1, where the preferred route will return to the
alignment presented in the initial Phase I report submitted to the IHPA in January 2017. Also, an
additional temporary workspace previously located at MP 43.9 has been eliminated from the Project
design and will no longer be a part of the Project APE or construction right-of-way. Based on past
consultation with the IHPA, GAI recommends no further work at MP 2.2R3-3R3, 14.4-15.1, and 43.9.

Spire is seeking authorization from the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission pursuant to Section 7(c)
of the Natural Gas Act to construct and operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”)
located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri.
The total length of the Project pipelines will be approximately 65 miles, of which approximately 45.35
miles are in Illinois.

The Phase I Addendum 1V report includes results from a supplemental Phase I cultural resource survey
conducted between November 1 and 7, 2017 within two land parcels where survey permission has
been granted since the last Phase I field session concluded in August 2017, and two Project centerline
reroutes that include previously un-surveyed areas (Mileposts 2.4R2-2.6R2 and 14.4-15.1). For the
purposes of this supplemental cultural resource survey, the direct impact Area of Potential Effect (APE)
in Illinois included a 91.44-meter- (300-foot-) wide study corridor centered on 1.96 kilometers (1.22
miles) of proposed pipeline route and the footprint of a proposed additional temporary workspace
(0.47-hectare [1.18-acre] of which is located outside the previously surveyed pipeline study corridor).
It is anticipated that the construction right-of-way for the final design of the Project will be narrower
and wholly contained within the direct impact APE as defined above. In total, the supplemental
archaeological APE for the Illinois portion of the Project included 14.23 hectares (35.18 acres).

Due to land access restrictions, 11.39 hectares (28.15 acres) or 1 percent of the total Project APE in
Illinois has not been subjected to Phase I survey. This includes a 91.44-meter- (300-foot-) wide study
corridor centered on approximately 1.2 kilometers (0.75 mile) of proposed centerline (MP 2.7R2-2.9R2
and 32.4-32.9) and the footprint of an additional temporary workspace (MP 43.9), 0.35 hectare (0.88
acre) of which is located outside the previously surveyed pipeline study corridor. GAI and Spire
anticipate completing Phase I survey for the remaining 11.39 hectares (28.15 acres) in the first quarter
of 2018.

Based on background research conducted for this supplemental survey, one previously recorded
archaeological site is mapped within the archaeological APE: 11GE18. This site was not re-identified
within the supplemental APE during Phase I survey.

In total, three archaeological sites and four isolated finds were identified during the supplemental
Phase I survey, none of which was previously recorded. GAI recommends that all seven resources are
Not Eligible for NRHP listing, and no further work is recommended for these resources.

Spire STL. Pipeline LLC (Spire), a wholly owned subsidiary of Spire Inc., is nearing the end of planning
stages of the Spire STL Pipeline (Project), located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties in Illinois and in
St. Charles and St. Louis Counties in Missouri. Spire is seeking authorization for the undertaking from the
Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (the FERC), pursuant to Section 7(c) of the Natural Gas Act, to
construct and operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project (Project) located in Scott, Greene, and
Jersey Counties, Illinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri. The total length of the Project
pipelines will be approximately 65 miles, of which approximately 45.35 miles are in Illinois.

Based on a November 3, 2017 e-mail discussion with your office, GAI Consultants, Inc. (GAI) is
submitting this letter to summarize the whole of cultural resources submittals for the Project that were
provided to your office, to date.

The cultural resources studies discussed herein were conducted in accordance the National Environmental
Policy Act, Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended, the guidelines
developed by the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation published November 26, 1980; and the
amended Procedures for the Protection of Historic and Cultural Properties as set forth in 36 CFR Part 800.
These investigations were also conducted pursuant to the FERC's 2002 and revised 2017 Guidelines for
Reporting on Cultural Resources for Pipeline Projects. Methods conformed to guidelines for conducting
cultural resources investigations established by the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (IHPA).

At the request of the FERC, Spire has been asked to provide clarification regarding review and
concurrence from your office pertaining to cultural resource reports submitted throughout the course of
the Project’s design phase. These submittals include:

1. Post-review Discovery (36CFR800.13): Unanlicipated Discoveries Plan for Cultural
Resources (Glenn 2016); submitted October 28, 2016 and resubmitted to your office on April 10,
2017

2. Initial Phase I Report: Technical Report, Phase I Archaeological Survey and Architectural
Resources Survey (Scuoteguazza et al., 2017); submitted January 25, 2017

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3. Addendum I: Technical Report Addendum I, Phase I Archaeological Survey (Scuoteguazza
et al., 2017); submitted April 21, 2017

4. Addendum II: T7echnical Report — Addendum i, Phase I Archaeological Survey (Scuoteguazza
et al., 2017); submitted July 14, 2017

5. Phase II Evaluation: T7echnical Report, Phase II Archaeological Testing at Site 117Y751
(Scuoteguazza 2017); (submitted on July 14, 2017)

6. Phase II Evaluation: Technical Report, Phase II Archaeological Testing at Site 111Y765
{Scuoteguazza and Munford 2017); (submitted on July 14, 2017)

7. Addendum III: 7echnical Report — Addendum III, Phase I Cultural Resources Survey
{Scuoteguazza and Hood, 2017); submitted September 29, 2017

The initial Phase I cultural resources report (submitted January 25, 2017) documented work conducted
between October and December 2016, including discovery of 113 archaeological sites, 57 isolated finds,
and 31 historic and architectural resources. One of the archaeological resources was previously recorded
(11GE18), while the remaining were newly identified during Phase I survey for the Project. GAI
recommended that 103 of the 113 archaeological sites and all 57 isolated finds are not eligible for listing
in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). GAI further recommended that the remaining 10
archaeological sites are potentially eligible for NRHP listing. These are: 11JY700, 11JY680, 11JY661,
1157613, 11GE758, 11GE757, 11GE789, 11JY698, 111Y699, and 11GE773. Two of the potentially eligible
sites (11GE789 and 11GE773) were located within the Project study area but outside of the proposed
construction right-of-way (ROW), and were therefore not going be impacted by planned construction
activities. As such, GAI recommended no further work for these two sites. GAI recommended that
impacts to the remaining eight potentially eligible sites should either be avoided or Phase II NRHP
eligibility evaluations be conducted.

Your office concurred with these recommendations in a letter dated June 22, 2017 (Attachment 1).
However, as a stated in the subsequent Phase I Addendum I survey report (submitted April 21, 2017),
which discussed Project activities from February to March 2017, design changes were implemented to
avoid these potentially eligible sites, and none of the 10 was to be impacted by the Project.

In addition to clarifying design changes that occurred since the January report, Addendum I also
presented 40 newly identified archaeological resources, including 34 sites and six isolated finds. In that
report, GAI recommended that all of the sites were not eligible for NRHP listing, with the exception of
Sites 11GE757 and 11GE758, which we recommend as potentially eligible. However, based on additional
design changes, the current Project avoids both sites, as they are now located outside the proposed
construction ROW. A discussion of this avoidance was included in the Phase I Addendum I Report. An e-
mail discussion occurring on July 20, 2017 indicated that the June 22, 2017 letter (above) included
concurrence for this April addendum (Attachment 2). However, the FERC is requesting confirmation that
your office specifically concurs with the findings of this April report (Addendum 1).

Addendum II (Quly 2017) also provided a discussion for studies that occurred between March and June
2017, which encountered 28 archaeological sites and one isolated find. Three of these sites were
recommended as potentially eligible for NRHP listing—11JY751, 11JY765, and 11JY778, while the
remaining resources were recommended as not eligible. An avoidance measure to Site 11]Y778 via
timber matting was discussed with your office on May 23, 2017 (Attachment 3). This measure was
included in the Addendum 1I report, and formal evaluation was therefore not conducted at this location.

Sites 11JY751 and 11]Y765 could not be avoided by Project activities, and both were subsequently
subjected to formal (Phase II) NRHP evaluation. Reports of these evaluations were also submitted to
your office on July 14, 2017. Evaluation indicated that the portion of Site 11]Y751 that lies within the
Project area does not contribute to the overall significance of the site and that no further considerations
are needed, as designed. Evaluation also indicated that Site 111Y765 does not meet NRHP criteria for
listing and does not therefore need to be avoided or mitigated. Verbal (e-mail) approval was provided by
your office on October 4, 2017 (Attachment 4), but formal concurrence letters have not yet been received
for these two site evaluations.

Finally, Phase I Addendum III report was submitted to your office on September 29, 2017. This report
pertained to investigations occurring in August 2017, including discovery of 14 archaeological sites and

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three isolated finds. One of the sites was previously recorded 11)Y666. Twelve of the sites and all of
the isolated finds were recommended as not eligible for NRHP listing, while two of the sites (11JY789 and
11JY799) are considered to be potentially eligible. Potential avoidance measures are being considered
for 11JY789. Once land access is obtained, additional Phase I studies will occur on a western reroute to
avoid the site. If a reroute avoidance is not feasible, Phase II evaluation is planned. Site 11JY799 is
within the study limits but beyond the Project’s construction ROW, so no further considerations are
planned at this location, as designed.

Spire STL Pipeline LLC (Spire), a wholly owned subsidiary of Spire Inc., is nearing the end of planning
stages of the Spire STL Pipeline (Project), located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties in lllinois and in
St. Charles and St. Louis Counties in Missouri. Spire is seeking authorization for the undertaking from the
Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (the FERC), pursuant to Section 7(c) of the Natural Gas Act, to
construct and operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project (Project) located in Scott, Greene, and
Jersey Counties, lllinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri. The total length of the Project
pipelines will be approximately 65 miles, of which approximately 45.35 miles are in lllinois.

Based on a November 3, 2017 e-mail discussion with your office, GAl Consultants, Inc. (GAl) is
submitting this letter to summarize the whole of cultural resources submittals for the Project that were
provided to your office, to date.

The cultural resources studies discussed herein were conducted in accordance the National Environmental
Policy Act, Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended, the guidelines
developed by the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation published November 26, 1980; and the
amended Procedures for the Protection of Historic and Cultural Properties as set forth in 36 CFR Part 800.
These investigations were also conducted pursuant to the FERC's 2002 and revised 2017 Guidelines for
Reporting on Cultural Resources for Pipeline Projects. Methods conformed to guidelines for conducting
cultural resources investigations established by the lllinois Historic Preservation Agency (IHPA).

At the request of the FERC, Spire has been asked to provide clarification regarding review and
concurrence from your office pertaining to cultural resource reports submitted throughout the course of
the Project’s design phase. These submittals include:

1. Post-review Discovery (36CFR800.13): Unanticipated Discoveries Plan for Cultural
Resources (Glenn 2016); submitted October 28, 2016 and resubmitted to your office on April 10,
2017

2. Initial Phase | Report: Technical Report, Phase | Archaeological Survey and Architectural
Resources Survey (Scuoteguazza et al., 2017); submitted January 25, 2017

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3. Addendum I|: Technical Report — Addendum I, Phase | Archaeological Survey (Scuoteguazza
et al., 2017); submitted April 21, 2017

4. Addendum Il: Technical Report — Addendum 11, Phase | Archaeological Survey (Scuoteguazza
et al., 2017); submitted July 14, 2017

5. Phase Il Evaluation: Technical Report, Phase Il Archaeological Testing at Site 11JY751
(Scuoteguazza 2017); (submitted on July 14, 2017)

6. Phase Il Evaluation: Techinical Report, Phase Il Archaeological Testing at Site 11JY765
(Scuoteguazza and Munford 2017); (submitted on July 14, 2017)

7. Addendum LI1: Technical Report — Addendum 111, Phase | Cultural Resources Survey
(Scuoteguazza and Hood, 2017); submitted September 29, 2017

The initial Phase | cultural resources report (submitted January 25, 2017) documented work conducted
between October and December 2016, including discovery of 113 archaeological sites, 57 isolated finds,
and 31 historic and architectural resources. One of the archaeological resources was previously recorded
(11GE18), while the remaining were newly identified during Phase | survey for the Project. GAl
recommended that 103 of the 113 archaeological sites and all 57 isolated finds are not eligible for listing
in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). GAI further recommended that the remaining 10
archaeological sites are potentially eligible for NRHP listing. These are: 11JY700, 11JY680, 11JY661,
11ST613, 11GE758, 11GE757, 11GE789, 11JY698, 11JY699, and 11GE773. Two of the potentially eligible
sites (11GE789 and 11GE773) were located within the Project study area but outside of the proposed
construction right-of-way (ROW), and were therefore not going be impacted by planned construction
activities. As such, GAl recommended no further work for these two sites. GAIl recommended that
impacts to the remaining eight potentially eligible sites should either be avoided or Phase 11 NRHP
eligibility evaluations be conducted.

Your office concurred with these recommendations in a letter dated June 22, 2017 (Attachment 1).
However, as a stated in the subsequent Phase | Addendum | survey report (submitted April 21, 2017),
which discussed Project activities from February to March 2017, design changes were implemented to
avoid these potentially eligible sites, and none of the 10 was to be impacted by the Project.

In addition to clarifying design changes that occurred since the January report, Addendum | also
presented 40 newly identified archaeological resources, including 34 sites and six isolated finds. In that
report, GAl recommended that all of the sites were not eligible for NRHP listing, with the exception of
Sites 11GE757 and 11GE758, which we recommend as potentially eligible. However, based on additional
design changes, the current Project avoids both sites, as they are now located outside the proposed
construction ROW. A discussion of this avoidance was included in the Phase | Addendum | Report. An e-
mail discussion occurring on July 20, 2017 indicated that the June 22, 2017 letter (above) included
concurrence for this April addendum (Attachment 2). However, the FERC is requesting confirmation that
your office specifically concurs with the findings of this April report (Addendum 1).

Addendum Il (July 2017) also provided a discussion for studies that occurred between March and June
2017, which encountered 28 archaeological sites and one isolated find. Three of these sites were
recommended as potentially eligible for NRHP listing—11JY751, 11JY765, and 11JY778, while the
remaining resources were recommended as not eligible. An avoidance measure to Site 11JY778 via
timber matting was discussed with your office on May 23, 2017 (Attachment 3). This measure was
included in the Addendum Il report, and formal evaluation was therefore not conducted at this location.

Sites 11JY751 and 11JY765 could not be avoided by Project activities, and both were subsequently
subjected to formal (Phase Il) NRHP evaluation. Reports of these evaluations were also submitted to
your office on July 14, 2017. Evaluation indicated that the portion of Site 11JY751 that lies within the
Project area does not contribute to the overall significance of the site and that no further considerations
are needed, as designed. Evaluation also indicated that Site 11JY765 does not meet NRHP criteria for
listing and does not therefore need to be avoided or mitigated. Verbal (e-mail) approval was provided by
your office on October 4, 2017 (Attachment 4), but formal concurrence letters have not yet been received
for these two site evaluations.

Finally, Phase I Addendum Il report was submitted to your office on September 29, 2017. This report
pertained to investigations occurring in August 2017, including discovery of 14 archaeological sites and
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three isolated finds. One of the sites was previously recorded—11JY666. Twelve of the sites and all of
the isolated finds were recommended as not eligible for NRHP listing, while two of the sites (11JY789 and
11JY799) are considered to be potentially eligible. Potential avoidance measures are being considered
for 11JY789. Once land access is obtained, additional Phase | studies will occur on a western reroute to
avoid the site. If a reroute avoidance is not feasible, Phase Il evaluation is planned. Site 11JY799 is
within the study limits but beyond the Project’s construction ROW, so no further considerations are
planned at this location, as designed.

To summarize, Spire is specifically requesting your concurrence on the following items:

1. Post-review Discovery (36CFR800.13): Unanticipated Discoveries Plan for Cultural
Resources (Glenn 2016); submitted October 28, 2016 and resubmitted April 10, 2017

Please provide your concurrence that this plan is suitable to address accidental
discoveries of cultural resources during pipeline construction or maintenance, per
36CFR800.13 (Post Review Discoveries Clause)

2. Initial Phase | Report: Technical Report, Phase | Archaeological Survey and Architectural
Resources Survey (Scuoteguazza et al., 2017); submitted January 25, 2017

The attached letter dated June 22, 2017 provides your concurrence for the
recommendations contained within the report. However, please note that avoidance of
all ten potentially eligible resources was achieved via design changes (discussed in
Addendum 1I).

3. Addendum I: Technical Report — Addendum I, Phase | Archaeological Survey (Scuoteguazza
et al., 2017); submitted April 21, 2017

Please provide your concurrence with the recommendations contained within this report,
while noting that sites 11GE757 and 11GE758 will now be avoided, as discussed in
Addendum I. An e-mail discussion occurring on July 20, 2017 indicated that the previous
clearance letter (June 22, 2017) included this concurrence. However, as requested by
the FERC, please confirm that your office also specifically concurs with the findings of
(Addendum 1).

4. Addendum Il: Technical Report — Addendum 11, Phase | Archaeological Survey (Scuoteguazza
et al., 2017); submitted July 14, 2017

Please provide your concurrence with the recommendations contained within this report,
including the proposed avoidance measure to Site 11JY778 via timber matting, as
discussed with your office on May 23, 2017 (Attachment 2).

5. Phase Il Evaluation: Technical Report, Phase 1l Archaeological Testing at Site 11JY751
(Scuoteguazza 2017); (submitted on July 14, 2017)

Please provide your concurrence that the portion of Site 11JY751 located within the
Project’s construction limits is unlikely to contribute to the overall significance of the site,
and that no further investigations are required, as designed. See e-mail approval in
Attachment 3.

6. Phase Il Evaluation: Techinical Report, Phase Il Archaeological Testing at Site 11JY765
(Scuoteguazza and Munford 2017); (submitted on July 14, 2017)

Please provide your concurrence that site 11JY765 does not meet criteria for listing on
the NRHP, and that it therefore requires no further consideration. See e-mail approval in
Attachment 3.

7. Addendum ll1: Technical Report — Addendum 111, Phase | Cultural Resources Survey
(Scuoteguazza and Hood, 2017); submitted September 29, 2017

Please provide your concurrence with the recommendations contained within this report

Also, please note that, at the time of the September 29, 2017 submittal, 256 archaeological resources,
including 189 sites and 67 isolated finds, were reported on and submitted to your office in the above-
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mentioned documents. Since the September 29, 2017 submittal, further studies have been conducted in
areas where rerouting has occurred and additional rerouting has altered the APE. This information will be
presented in a fourth addendum report to be submitted to your office in November 2017.

11JY718, 11JY717, 11JY670, 11JY660, 11JY671, 11JY673, 11JY672, and 11JY666

These resources include 113 archaeological sites and 57 isolated finds. One of these resources was previously recorded
(11GE18), while the remaining were newly identified during Phase | survey for the Spire STL Pipeline Project. GAI
recommended that 103 of the 113 archaeological sites and all 57 of the isolated finds are not eligible for listing in the
National Register of Historic Places. GAIl also recommended that the remaining 10 archaeological sites are potentially
eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places: 11JY700, 11JY680, 11JY661, 11ST613, 11GE758, 11GE757,
11GE789, 11JY698, 11JY699, and 11GE773. Two of the potentially eligible sites (11GE789 and 11GE773) were located
within the Project APE but outside of the construction ROW and will not be impacted by construction activities. GAI
recommended no further work for Sites 11GE789 and 11GE773. GAl recommended that impacts to the remaining eight
sites potentially eligible for National Register of Historic Places listing (11JY700, 11JY680, 11JY661, 11ST613, 11GE758,
11GE757, 11JY698, and 11JY699) should either be avoided or Phase Il eligibility evaluations be conducted.

In a letter dated June 22, 2017, the IHPA concurred with the recommendations presented in the initial Phase | cultural
resources report.

As a result of the subsequent Addendum | Phase | survey conducted in February and March 2017, impacts to all 10
archaeological sites recommended potentially eligible in the initial Phase | report are now being avoided (11JY700,

11JY680, 11JY661, 11ST613, 11GE758, 11GE757, 11GE789, 11)Y698, 11JY699, and 11GE773).

Based on this FERC request, please provide your clarification and concurrence (in the form of an email or letter) on GAl’s
recommendations between the initial report and Addendum 1. Addendum 1 specifically included the following 40
archaeological sites:

11GE822, 11GE812, 11GE819, 11GE820, 11GE747, 11GE821, 11GE738, 11GE810, 11GE757, 11GE758, 11GES813,
11GE818, 11GE809, 11JY665, 11JY748, 11JY743, 11JY730, 11JY747, 11JY746, 11JY745, 11JY744, 11)Y721, 11)Y722,
11JY738, 11JY740, 11JY739, 11JY736, and 11JY734.

In the Addendum | Report, we recommend that all the resources listed above are not eligible except for Sites 11GE757
and 11GE758, which we recommend are potentially eligible. However, based on design changes, the current Project
avoids both sites, as they are now located outside the proposed construction ROW. This avoidance measure was
included in the Phase | Addendum Il Report, submitted to your office in July 2017.

We are also requesting your concurrence for the Phase | Addendum Il report (submitted to your office on July 14, 2017),
Phase Il reports for Sites 11JY751 and 11JY765 (submitted to your office on July 14, 2017), and the Phase | Addendum Il
report (submitted to your office on September 29, 2017).

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC ("Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI"”) submitted a Nationwide Permit 12 Joint
Permit Application (“JPA") and Section 10 letter of permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”),
located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois (“IL"”), and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri ("MO")
to your office on January 27, 2017. Subsegent Addendums to the PCN were submitted to your office on April 21,
July 14, and December 15, 2017. Minor changes in the Project alignment along the north side of the Mississippi River
were necessary to avoid sensitive environmental resources located near the previous Horizontal Directional Drill
("HDD") entrance. GAI has prepared this Addendum to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10 Letter of
Permission to address these changes.

The Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments. The first
segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect with the
Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles through
Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through St. Charles
County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and terminates
at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company ("LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to as the “North
County Extension™), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately six miles
from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new interconnect with
Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC ("Enable MRT"”) and LGC. The total length of the Project pipeline will be
approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new metering and regulating ("M&R")
stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in Missouri, and (3) Enable MRT and LGC in
Missouri. This Project, as proposed, falls under the oversight of the Federal Energy Regulatory Comission (“FERC").

GAI, on behalf of Spire, is hereby submitting for review a hard copy and an electronic copy of the Project’s
Nationwide Permit ("NWP") 12 JPA Addendum IV. This package has been prepared based on the Project adhering to
the general and regional conditons of a NWP-12 and Section 401 Water Quality Certification ("WQC") General and
Specific Conditions within the State of Illinois. A copy of this JPA Addendum has also been provided to the Illinois
Department of Natural Resources and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, St. Louis District concurrently with this
submittal for their confirmation of General Section 401 coverage.

Correspondence with the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency (“IHPA") has been ongoing. Additional areas in IL were
surveyed in December 2017, January 2018, and March 2018. Phase I survey results from fieldwork conducted in
December 2017 were included in the Addendum V reports, which were each submitted to the IHPA on January 10,
2018. The IHPA concurred with the survey results and recommendations for the IL portion of the project included in
Addendum V in a letter dated March 22, 2018.
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The Addendum VI reports included results and recommendations from Phase I fieldwork completed in IL in January
2018. This report was submitted to the IHPA on February 16, 2018. The IHPA issued their concurrence for the
Addendum VI report in a letter dated March 22, 2018.

This method involves boring a tunnel beneath the aquatic resources through which the pipeline will be pulled and
installed.

Further
avoidance and minimization includes the placement of timber mats for equipment crossings of streams and wetlands,
and the Limit of Disturbance (“LOD") width will be generally narrowed to a 75-foot width at the majority of the
resource crossings.

The surveys identified streams and wetlands within a approximately 300-foot wide corridor
centered on the proposed pipeline, and a 50-foot wide corridor surrounding the proposed access roads. Field
investigations identified 71 wetlands, 176 waterbodies, and 8 ponds within the current Project study area. These
features are outlined in the previously submitted Addendum III to the Wetland Delineation and Stream Identification
Report.

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC ("Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI"”) submitted a Nationwide Permit 12 Joint
Permit Application (“JPA") and Section 10 letter of permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”),
located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois (“IL"”), and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri ("MO")
to your office on January 27, 2017. An Addendum to the PCN was submitted to your office on April 21, 2017, and a
second Addendum on July 14, 2017. Due to minor changes in the Project alignment, and obtaining additional survey
permission, GAI has prepared this Addendum to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10 Letter of Permission.

The revised Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments.
The first segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect
with the Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles
through Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through

St. Charles County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and
terminates at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company ("LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to as
the “North County Extension”), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately
six miles from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new
interconnect with Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC ("Enable MRT”) and LGC.

Further avoidance
and minimization includes the placement of timber mats for equipment crossings of streams and wetlands, and the
Limit of Disturbance (“"LOD") width will be generally narrowed to a 75-foot width at the majority of the resource
crossings.

Streams and Wetlands

Fieldwork associated with stream and wetland investigations for the Project was conducted between September 2016
and November 2017. The surveys identified streams and wetlands within a approximately 300-foot wide corridor
centered on the proposed pipeline, and a 50-foot wide corridor surrounding the proposed access roads. Field
investigations identified 71 wetlands, 175 waterbodies, and 8 ponds within the current Project study area. These
features are outlined in the Addendum III to the Wetland Delineation and Stream Identification Report, included in
the attached JPA Addendum. Approximately 0.5-mile of the 24-inch pipeline remains unsurveyed due to property
access constraints. Desktop identified aquatic resources have been included in these areas to supplement the stream
and wetland delineation field efforts. No additional resources are anticipated based on desktop review of the
unsurveyed portion of the Project.

Further avoidance and minimization includes the placement of timber mats for equipment crossings of streams and
wetlands, and the Limit of Disturbance ("LOD”) width will be generally narrowed to a 75-foot width at the majority of
the resource crossings.

Streams and Wetlands

Fieldwork associated with stream and wetland investigations for the Project was conducted between September 2016
and January 2018. The surveys identified streams and wetlands within a approximately 300-foot wide corridor
centered on the proposed pipeline, and a 50-foot wide corridor surrounding the proposed access roads. Field
investigations identified 121 wetlands, 238 waterbodies, and 12 ponds within the current Project study area. These
features are outlined in the previously submitted Addendum III to the Wetland Delineation and Stream Identification
Report.

On behalf of Spire STL Pipeline LLC (“Spire”), GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI") submitted a Nationwide Permit 12
Pre-Construction Notification ("PCN") and Section 10 letter of permission request for the Spire STL Pipeline Project
("Project”), located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties, Illinois ("IL"), and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties,
Missouri ("MO") to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, St Louis District on January 27, 2017. An addendum to the
PCN was submitted to your office on April 21, 2017, and a second addendum on July 14, 2017. Due to minor
changes in the Project alignment, and completion of environmental field surveys, GAI has prepared this addendum
III to the previously submitted PCN and Section 10 Letter of Permission.

The Project will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline in two segments. The first
segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) will originate at a new interconnect with the
Rockies Express Pipeline LLC ("REX") pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend approximately 59 miles through
Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing the Mississippi River and extending east through St. Charles
County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and terminates
at a new interconnect with Laclede Gas Company ("LGC"). The second segment of pipeline (referred to as the “North
County Extension™), will consist of a new 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately six miles
from the LGC interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new interconnect with
Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC (“*Enable MRT"”) and LGC. The total length of the Project pipeline will be
approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new metering and regulating ("M&R")
stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in Missouri, and (3) Enable MRT and LGC in
Missouri. This Project, as proposed, falls under the oversight of the Federal Energy Regulatory Comission (FERC).

GAI, on behalf of Spire, is hereby submitting for review a hard copy and an electronic copy of the Project’s
Nationwide Permit ("NWP”) 12 PCN Addendum. This package has been prepared based on the Project adhering to
the general and regional conditons of a NWP-12 and Section 401 Water Quality Certification General and Specific
Conditions within the State of Missouri. Individual water quality certification is no longer required by the Missouri
Department of Natural Resources ("MDNR") for proposed impacts assoiciated with the 24-inch pipeline and North
County Extension based on the 2017 Section 401 General and Specific Conditions. An Illinois-specific copy of this PCN
Addendum has also been provided to the Illinois Department of Natural Resources and the Illinois Environmental
Protection Agency concurrently with this submittal for their confirmation of General Section 401 coverage.

United States Fish and Wildlife Service ("USFWS") consultation was initiated on August 29, 2016 and an initial
response was received on December 8, 2016. Subsequent communication with USFWS determined the Project is
within range of the decurrent false aster (Boltonia decurrens), and surveys were conducted for this species in July
and August 2017. A survey report was submitted to USFWS on August 31, 2017 and a response was received on
October 26, 2017.

Correspondence with the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency ("IHPA”) and the Missouri State Historic Preservation
Agency (“MO SHPQ") has been ongoing. Additional areas in IL and MO were surveyed during the month of
November, however concurrence from each SHPO is still outstanding for portions of the northern workspaces for the
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Mississippi River drill and portions of the Missouri River drill. Additional responses from these agencies will be
provided once received in the anticipation that this permit application’s review can be initiated without those
documents in hand. Agency correspondence is included as Attachment B in the attached PCN addendum.

Nationwide Permit (NWP) 12 and Section 401 Water Quality Certification

Within the State of Missouri, temporary impacts to 25 streams and 14 wetlands will be necessary to construct the
Project. Impacted streams and wetlands will be crossed using the dry-ditch open-cut method. A dam and flume
method of dewatering is installed to create a dry work area, the trenches are dug, the pipeline is placed, and the
trench is then refilled and the work area reclaimed. Other aquatic resources, including the Mississippi and Missouri
Rivers, Spanish Lake, and Sunfish Lake, will be crossed using a Horizontal Directional Drill (HDD) method. This
method involves boring a tunnel beneath the aquatic resources through which the pipeline will be pulled and
installed. No physical impacts to the aquatic resources are anticipated to occur with this construction method.
Detailed information regarding these impacts can be found in Tables 1 and 2 in the attached PCN addendum.
Additionally, Missouri specific impacts based on trench width have been outlined in Tables A and B below.

In response to your first request, we have no records of any water traces to Cold Water Creek or in the Spanish Lakes
area of St. Louis.

To access another set of known wells (and well logs) in the state, you can go to:
https://dnr.mo.gov/geology/wrc/logmain/index.html. This listing of well logs comes from information provided
voluntarily by the well driller regarding wells drilled prior to 1987. This data set also does not represent all wells drilled
prior to 1987, but it is helpful in indicating where wells were being drilled (where groundwater was used for a drinking
water source) and the logs provide stratigraphic information. There were probably many more wells drilled in any
particular area than we have logs for. One caution, however; the location information on the logs is not always reliable
or accurate.

Spire STL Pipeline LLC (“Spire™), a wholly owned subsidiary of Spire Inc., is seeking authorization from
the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission pursuant to Section 7(c) of the Natural Gas Act to construct
and operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”) located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey
Counties, Illinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri. The total length of the Project
pipelines will be approximately 104 kilometers (65 miles), of which 31.43 kilometers (19.53 miles) are
in Missouri.

GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI") conducted a supplemental Phase I archaeological investigation on
January 9-13, 2018. The Area of Potential Effect ("APE") for the supplemental archaeological
investigations included a potential reroute within previously un-surveyed portions of six land parcels
along the North County Extension portion of the Project from Milepost 0.9-1.3. The six land parcels
include MMID 6085, 6086, 6065, 6071, 6073, and 6064. In total, the supplemental archaeological APE
within the Missouri portion of the proposed Project included 7.57 hectares (18.72 acres).

The total APE for the Missouri portion of the proposed Project is 323.39 hectares (799.13 acres). Of
this, 7.57 hectares (18.72 acres) was surveyed on January 9-13, 2018 during supplemental fieldwork.
Approximately 290.2 hectares (717.1 acres) was surveyed prior to January 2018 for the proposed
Project and other prior cultural resource surveys. Approximately 25.62 hectares (63.31 acres) of the
Project area will be avoided by way of installation via HDD. Upon conclusion of supplemental fieldwork
in January 2018, Phase I cultural resources survey has been completed in the Missouri portion of the
Project APE, as currently designed.

Background research results indicate that one previously recorded archaeological resource is mapped
within the supplemental APE: Site 23SL524.

Spire STL Pipeline LLC (“Spire™), a wholly owned subsidiary of Spire Inc., is seeking authorization from
the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission pursuant to Section 7(c) of the Natural Gas Act to construct
and operate the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project (“Project”) located in Scott, Greene, and Jersey
Counties, Illinois, and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties, Missouri. The total length of the Project
pipelines will be approximately 65 miles, of which 19.53 miles are in Missouri.

GAI Consultants, Inc. ("GAI") conducted a supplemental Phase I archaeological investigation on
December 18 and 19, 2017. The Area of Potential Effect ("APE") for the supplemental archaeological
investigations was defined as the area of ground disturbance anticipated for construction activities. For
the purposes of the supplemental Phase I archaeological survey, the APE consisted of land parcels
located along a reroute of the proposed pipeline alignment from North County Extension Milepost
("MP™) 1.8R3 to 2.0R3. The supplemental APE also includes an update regarding recent Project design
changes from North County Extension MP 1.6 to 2.3R3. This portion of the proposed pipeline will be
constructed by way of a conventional bore beneath the U.S. Route 67/State Route 367 interchange
and BNSF Railroad, and an open cut across Coldwater Creek rather than via HDD, as was previously
planned. The supplemental APE along North County Extension MP 1.6 to 2.3R3 consisted of a study
corridor ranging in width from 91.44 meters (300 feet) to 190 meters (626 feet) centered on 1.12
kilometers (0.7 mile) of the proposed North County Extension portion of the Project in St. Louis
County.

A
recommendation that the portion of the site within the project area does not have the potential to yield
information may be justified (Chapter 4, pages 31-32).

GAI Consultants, Inc. (GAI), on behalf of Spire STL Pipeline, LLC (Spire), is submitting the enclosed update to the
information for the Jersey County (County) Floodplain Commercial Development Permit application for the Spire
STL Pipeline Project (Project) submitted on November 14, 2017 and approved on December 28, 2017. Within
Jersey County, the Project is proposed to enter into the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) 100-year
(1% annual chance) flood zones at two locations. One of these, the previously permitted crossing of Otter Creek,
remains unchanged. This update is intended to notify the County of a shift in the proposed alignment and
workspace at the other location on the north side of the previously permitted Mississippi River horizontal
directional drill (HDD) crossing as described below.

Mississippi River HDD Crossing

The proposed HDD pipeline crossing of the Mississippi River and associated workspace (Lat. 38.957880°, Long. -
90.373638°) are located adjacent to Great River Road approximately 0.6 miles west of the intersection of Great
River Road and Lasalle Street in Elsah, Illinois (see Sheet STLP-FLDP-]SY-002 in Attachment 1). The proposed
HDD workspace is to be accessed directly from Great River Road using an existing entrance location. As
mentioned above, the proposed pipeline alignment and associated workspace have been revised from that which
was submitted previously. This revision was required to avoid impacts to environmentally sensitive resources. The
revisions include a shift in the pipeline alignment of approximately 100 ft to the west. The shift will require that an
elevated temporary workspace be graded into the adjacent hillslopes for staging and operation of equipment used
in construction of the HDD crossing.

The proposed HDD pipeline crossing and a portion of the associated workspace are located within FEMA Flood
Zone — AE (FIRM Panel 17083C0275D and 17083C0278D; see Attachment 2). A regulatory floodway is identified
on the FIRM Panel adjacent to this location on the Mississippi River. The Zone AE designation indicates that a
location is within the area subject to a one percent annual chance flood event (100-year flood or Base Flood) and
that the Base Flood Elevations have been determined. The base flood elevation at the HDD workspace has been
interpolated to be 438.1 ft NAVD88. This elevation is based on interpolation of the 1-percent annual chance flood
water surface elevation (WSE) values at adjacent cross-section locations 214.48 (WSE = 438.0 ft NAVD88) and
215.09 (WSE = 438.1 ft NAVD88) in Table 9-Floodway Data Mississippi River, Jersey County, Illinois and
Incorporated Areas, FEMA Flood Insurance Study No. 17083CV000A, dated April 2, 2009. A copy of Table 9-
Floodway Data Mississippi River is enclosed in Attachment 2.

The 0.2% annual chance flood elevation at the HDD workspace has been approximated to be 442.0 ft NAVD88
based on the 0.2% annual chance flood profile between cross-section locations 214.48 and 215.09 on Figure 05P-
Flood Profiles Mississippi River, Jersey County, Illinois and Incorporated Areas, FEMA Flood Insurance Study No.
17083CV000A, dated April 2, 2009 enclosed in Attachment 2.
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Approximately 170 LF of the proposed pipeline and 0.41 acres of proposed temporary workspace are now located
within the Zone AE Floodway Fringe at this location. This reduces the proposed length of pipeline located within
the Zone AE Floodway Fringe by approximately 210 LF from the 380 LF previously permitted. The currently
proposed temporary workspace located within the Zone AE Floodway Fringe is a reduction of approximately 0.52
acres from the previously permitted 0.93 acres. The only portion of the Project located within the Mississippi River
regulatory floodway is the HDD pipeline crossing. Approximately 1,410 LF of pipeline is proposed to be installed
within the Illinois portion of the regulatory floodway using the HDD method. No aboveground construction
activities are proposed within the regulatory floodway.

Construction activities that will take place within the floodplain (floodway fringe) at this location include the HDD
construction of the pipeline crossing, as well as, the construction of workspaces for Project location access and
temporary storage. The workspace construction is anticipated to include installation of temporary retaining walls
and placement of temporary fill material within the floodway fringe. The retaining wall located within the floodway
fringe is anticipated to be constructed in two levels with an approximately 10 foot wide bench between the two
levels. The lower retaining wall has a proposed maximum height of 15 feet and the upper wall has a proposed
maximum height of 9 feet. These walls and the associated fill for the grading of the workspace are temporary and
will be used to create a level workspace for the equipment and materials necessary for construction of the HDD
crossing.

The pipeline crossing is intended to be open cut up to the HDD entry/exit point (Lat. 38.957880°, Long. -
90.373638°). The open cut portion of the pipeline construction is not located within the floodway fringe. Boring of
the crossing is estimated to take approximately 15 weeks. The contractor and Spire will monitor the weather
forecast prior to and during construction of the workspace and HDD crossing to attempt to avoid grading of the
area when flows are elevated due to rain events. Following completion of the HDD crossing, the workspace will be
returned to approximate original surface conditions with no permanent aboveground structures and no permanent
encroachment or net fill placement within the floodplain. Stabilized construction entrances within the floodplain
will be constructed level with the existing ground surface by removing topsoil and placing gravel to bring the top
of gravel surface elevation even with the existing surface. Excess material shall be placed outside of the floodplain
area. Permanent fill placed within the limits of the floodplain shall not exceed the original elevations.

As previously permitted, construction within the regulatory floodway is proposed to be subsurface with no change
in stream channel elevations. Temporary work areas located within the floodway fringe will be restored to
approximate original contours. Therefore, no permanent change to the cross section of the regulatory floodway or
increase in base flood elevations is expected.

GAI Consultants, Inc. (GAI), on behalf of Spire STL Pipeline, LLC (Spire), is submitting the enclosed Jersey
County Floodplain Commercial Development Permit application for the Jersey County portion of the Spire
STL Pipeline Project (Project). The permit application form is enclosed in Attachment 1. The Project, as
proposed, will consist of approximately 65 miles of new 24-inch diameter steel pipeline in two segments. The
first segment (referred to as the “24-inch pipeline” portion of the Project) is approximately 59 miles in
length. The 24-inch pipeline will originate at a new interconnect with the Rockies Express Pipeline LLC (REX)
pipeline in Scott County, Illinois and extend through Greene and Jersey Counties in Illinois before crossing
the Mississippi River and extending east through St. Charles County, Missouri. The 24-inch pipeline then
crosses the Missouri River into St. Louis County, Missouri, and terminates at a new interconnect with Laclede
Gas Company (LGC). The second segment of new pipeline (referred to as the “North County Extension”) will
consist of a 24-inch-diameter steel pipeline which will extend approximately six miles from the LGC
interconnect through the northern portion of St. Louis County and terminate at a new interconnect (Chain of
Rocks) with Enable Mississippi River Transmission, LLC (Enable MRT) and LGC. The total length of the
Project pipeline will be approximately 65 miles. The Project also includes the construction of three new
metering and regulating (M&R) stations that provide interconnects with (1) REX in Illinois, (2) LGC in
Missouri, and (3) Chain of Rocks in Missouri. The portion of the Project within Jersey County includes
approximately 16 miles of the 24-inch diameter pipeline and one mainline valve location. This Project, as
proposed, falls under the oversight of the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC).

Within Jersey County, the Project is proposed to enter into the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) 100-year (1% annual chance) flood zones at two locations. Floodplain Permitting Figures showing
the proposed pipeline, workspaces, access roads, and limits of construction disturbance relative to the FEMA
100-year flood zones are included in Attachment 2. As noted in these figures, construction within the 100-
year flood zones will be performed with the following criteria:

= Access roads constructed within the FEMA 100-year (1% annual chance) flood zones shall be
constructed such that the surface is at existing grade and there is no increase in the existing ground
elevations.

= Pipeline shall be buried at a depth of no less than 5 feet.

=  Following backfilling of pipeline trench or removal of temporary access roads, areas disturbed by
construction shall be restored to approximate original contour and surface cover.

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=  Contractor shall monitor local weather forecasts, precipitation and stream / river levels and shall be
prepared to remove equipment from 100-year (1% annual chance) flood zone areas prior to a
forecasted flood event.

= All materials temporarily stored within a FEMA 100-year (1% annual chance) flood zone shall be
secured by the contractor to prevent floatation or movement of said materials during a flood event.
Materials that may result in pollution such as fuels or other chemicals shall be removed from the
floodplain when not in use or prior to a forecasted flood event. Any material stored onsite that is
highly volatile, flammable, explosive, toxic, or water reactive shall be stored above the 500-year
(0.2% annual chance) flood elevation.

= Tree and brush debris shall be removed from the floodplain or burned in accordance with county
and state law.

Otter Creek Crossing

One of the proposed pipeline stream crossing locations is located on Otter Creek within FEMA Flood Zone — A
(FIRM Panel 17083C0175D; see Attachment 3). A floodway has not been delineated on the FIRM Panel in
this location. The Zone A designation indicates that a location is within the area subject to a one percent
annual chance flood event (100-year flood or Base Flood), but the Base Flood Elevations have not been
determined. Approximately 770 Linear Feet (LF) of the proposed pipeline, 2.09 acres of proposed temporary
workspace, and 680 LF of proposed temporary access roads are located within the approximate Zone A at
this location. The proposed pipeline situated within Zone A will cross Otter Creek at a location adjacent to
Otterville Road, approximately 0.5 miles southeast of the intersection of Otterville Road and Pump Station
Road (Lat. 39.072302°, Long. -90.392085°; see Sheet STLP-FLDP-]JSY-001 in Attachment 2). A temporary
access road (TAR-015) will be constructed to allow access to the pipeline Right-of-Way (ROW) from
Otterville Road and will utilize an existing culverted (48-inch Dia. Corrugated Metal Pipe) farm field entrance.
This proposed access road entrance is located on Otterville Road approximately 300 feet north of where
Otterville Road crosses Otter Creek.

Construction activities that will take place within the floodplain at this location include the open cut
installation of the underground pipeline, temporary waterbars for surface water control, trench plugs for
open trench water control, trench breakers for subsurface water control following pipeline installation, and
construction of a temporary access road and workspaces for project location access and temporary storage.

The Otter Creek pipeline crossing is intended to be open cut. A temporary flume or dam and pump crossing
method will be used within the stream to create a dry work area during pipeline installation. A temporary
timber mat bridge will be constructed within the proposed ROW to allow construction equipment to cross.
Construction of the crossing will be scheduled to occur during periods of low stream flow. The contractor and
Spire will monitor the weather forecast prior to and during construction of the crossing. The pipeline trench
is to be backfilled within 48-hours of first disturbance unless site-specific conditions make completion within
48 hours infeasible as required by the FERC. Permanent stream bank stabilization will occur immediately
upon installation, backfilling, and grading at the stream crossing.

Following installation of the pipeline within the floodplain, the trench will be backfilled and compacted to
approximate original contours and the area will be returned to approximate original surface conditions with
no permanent aboveground structures and no permanent encroachment or net fill placement within the
floodplain. All access roads and stabilized construction entrances within the floodplain will be constructed
level with the existing ground surface by removing topsoil and placing gravel to bring the top of gravel
surface elevation even with the existing surface. All excess material shall be placed outside of the floodplain
area. Any fill placed within the limits of the floodplain shall not exceed the original elevations.

Mississippi River HDD Crossing

The second portion of the Project located within the 100-year flood zone in Jersey County is the proposed
pipeline crossing of the Mississippi River. The crossing is to be constructed using a horizontal directional
drilling (HDD) technique. The proposed HDD pipeline crossing of the Mississippi River and associated

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workspace (Lat. 38.956822°, Long. -90.373921°) are located adjacent to Great River Road approximately
0.6 miles west of the intersection of Great River Road and Lasalle Street in Elsah, Illinois (see Sheet STLP-
FLDP-JSY-002 in Attachment 2). The proposed HDD workspace is to be accessed directly from Great River
Road using an existing entrance location.

The proposed HDD pipeline crossing and associated are located within FEMA Flood Zone — AE (FIRM Panel
17083C0275D and 17083C0278D; see Attachment 3). A regulatory floodway is identified on the FIRM Panel
adjacent to this location on the Mississippi River. The Zone AE designation indicates that a location is within
the area subject to a one percent annual chance flood event (100-year flood or Base Flood) and that the
Base Flood Elevations have been determined. The base flood elevation at the HDD workspace has been
interpolated to be 438.1 ft NAVDS88. This elevation is based on interpolation of the 1-percent annual chance
flood water surface elevation values at adjacent cross-section locations 214.48 and 215.09 in Table 9-
Floodway Data Mississippi River, Jersey County, Illinois and Incorporated Areas, FEMA Flood Insurance Study
No. 17083CV000A, dated April 2, 2009. A copy of Table 9-Floodway Data Mississippi River is enclosed in
Attachment 3.

The 0.2% annual chance flood elevation at the HDD workspace has been approximated to be 442.0 ft
NAVD88 based on the 0.2% annual chance flood profile between cross-section locations 214.48 and 215.09
on Figure 05P-Flood Profiles Mississippi River, Jersey County, Illinois and Incorporated Areas, FEMA Flood
Insurance Study No. 17083CV000A, dated April 2, 2009. A copy of Figure 05P is enclosed in Attachment 3.

Approximately 380 LF of the proposed pipeline and 0.93 acres of proposed temporary workspace are located
within the Zone AE Floodway Fringe at this location. The only portion of the Project located within the
Mississippi River regulatory floodway is the HDD pipeline crossing. Approximately 1,440 LF of pipeline is
proposed to be installed within the Illinois portion of the regulatory floodway using the HDD method. No
aboveground construction activities are proposed within the regulatory floodway.

Construction activities that will take place within the floodplain (floodway fringe) at this location include the
HDD construction of the pipeline crossing and installation of the underground pipeline, temporary waterbars
for surface water control, trench plugs for open trench water control, trench breakers for subsurface water
control following pipeline installation, and construction of a temporary construction entrance and workspaces
for project location access and temporary storage.

The pipeline crossing is intended to be open cut up to the HDD entry/exit point (Lat. 38.956822°, Long. -
90.373921°). Boring of the crossing is estimated to take approximately 15 weeks. The contractor and Spire
will monitor the weather forecast prior to and during construction of the HDD crossing. Following completion
of the HDD crossing, the open cut portion of the trench will be backfilled and compacted to approximate
original contours and the workspace will be returned to approximate original surface conditions with no
permanent aboveground structures and no permanent encroachment or net fill placement within the
floodplain. Any stabilized construction entrances within the floodplain will be constructed level with the
existing ground surface by removing topsoil and placing gravel to bring the top of gravel surface elevation
even with the existing surface. All excess material shall be placed outside of the floodplain area. Any fill
placed within the limits of the floodplain shall not exceed the original elevations.

All construction within the regulatory floodway is proposed to be subsurface with no change in stream
channel elevations. All work areas and trenched portions of the pipeline within the floodway fringe will be
restored to approximate original contours. Therefore, no change to the cross section of the regulatory
floodway or increase in base flood elevations is expected. A No-Rise Certification signed and sealed by an
Illinois Professional Engineer for the Mississippi River crossing is enclosed in Attachment 4.

Additional Information

Spire has applied for United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) 404/401 permit coverage under
Nationwide Permit 12 (NWP 12) (Project No. MVS-2016-582). The Project currently meets the conditions for
automatic State of Illinois 401 water quality certification coverage under NWP 12. 404/401 Permit approval

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from the USACE has not yet been received due to recent route changes elsewhere on the Project. Approval
will be obtained prior to starting construction.

Spire has also applied for USACE Section 408 approval (Permission No. OD-R16-020) for the crossing of the
Mississippi River. Section 408 approval from the USACE has not yet been received, however approval will be
obtained prior to starting construction. A copy of these approvals can be provided to Jersey County once
received.

Spire has applied to the Illinois Department of Natural Resources, Office of Water Resources (IDNR/OWR)
for coverage under the IDNR/OWR Statewide Permit Nos. 6, 8, and 13. Authorization by IDNR/OWR was
received for the Project on May 8, 2017. A copy of this approval has been included in Attachment 5.

A copy of the Spill Prevention, Control, and Countermeasure Plan for the Project is included in Attachment 6.

Spire plans to prepare a Flood Control Plan to outline procedures to be used in the event of a flood event
during construction of the Project. This Flood Control Plan will be developed by Spire in conjunction with the
contractor, once a contractor has been selected. A copy of this plan can be provided to Jersey County prior
to construction to comply with the requirement for submittal of an Emergency Evacuation Plan noted on the
permit application.

As per the stormwater development permit exemption letter received from Jersey County on September 22,
2017 and subsequent phone conversation on September 25, 2017, it is Spire’s understanding that the fee for
the Floodplain Commercial Development Permit has been waived.

On behalf of the Consolidated North County Levee District (the “District™), I write to notify you
that the District is pleased to report that all of the issues and concerns previously raised by the District to
Spire STL Pipeline LLC (“Spire”) and the USACE have been satisfactorily resolved. We appreciate
Spire’s willingness to negotiate and resolve the construction and engineering issues associated with the
Spire STL Pipeline Project (the “Project™) as it relates to the District’s levee. Thus, in accordance with
applicable statutory and regulatory requirements and the District’s Project Cooperation Agreement with
the USACE (“PCA”), the District has no objection to the proposed Spire STL Pipeline Project (the
“Project”) as currently proposed.

As you know, Spire is currently seeking authorization from the Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission (“FERC”) pursuant to Section 7(c) of the Natural Gas Act to construct and operate the
Project. The Project comprises approximately 65 miles of new, greenfield, 24-inch-diameter steel
pipeline, crossing Scott, Greene, and Jersey Counties in Illinois and St. Charles and St. Louis Counties in
Missouri. The Project’s FERC-approved route will cross both the Mississippi and Missouri rivers.

The Project will cross a USACE resource at MP 45.6: a flood control levee along the Missouri
River that is maintained by the District (the “District Levee”): The District Levee is approximately 41
miles in length and provides protection for about 37,500 acres of farmland and floodplain areas. The
Project crossing requires a Section 408 Permission issued by the USACE. USACE will ensure that any
proposed alteration of these resources will not be injurious to the public interest and will not affect the
USACE project’s ability to meet its authorized purpose. The District Levee will be crossed using
horizontal direction drilling, thereby potentially reducing impacts from construction and operation of the
Project.

Again, please consider this letter as notice under the USACE’s Draft Engineering Circular 1165-
2-220 and Director’s Policy Memorandum Section 408—Interim Changes for Immediate Implementation
and Future Policy Revisions dated 12 January 2018 and the PCA, that the District has no objection to the
Project. The District requests the immediate issuance to Spire of a 408 Permission for a Missouri River
crossing at the location of the District Levee.

Thanks for the update regarding the proposed Spire pipeline construction in St. Charles County.

Attached please find two (2) examples of signage placement for detours at road closures. These layouts are examples
only and your proposals shall provide real world details of the proposed signage for both closures. The third attachment
is a recent press release that was issued on a closure similar to what you are proposing.

The Temporary Traffic Control plan for Portage Rd shall show a map of the proposed sign placement with named streets
and arrow placement as required. Because Mintert Rd is a Dead End street, signage plus standby plans shall be
proposed to get residents and first responders past the point of road closure at all times. We had a similar case with the
Railroads and they provided equipment that could quickly place enough gravel over the closure that could immediately



be leveled to provide crossings in case of emergency. Other solutions could be proposed if the closure is only isolating
agricultural land but a traffic control plans shall submitted in either case.

Response 1:  As requested, the proposed detail sheets showing erosion and sediment control best management
practices to be utilized during construction of the Project are provided in Attachment 1.

Comment 2:  Required - A payment of base inspection fee of $150.00 is needed.

Response 2: A check in the amount of $150.00 for the base inspection is provided in Attachment 2 (Check
No. 404698).

Comment 3:  Required - Any proposed improvements for the access road that are inside the vegetative buffer at
6757 Portage Road may require coordination with the St. Charles County Sediment and Erosion
Control Inspector to insure that the integrity of the vegetative buffer is maintained.

Response 3:  Spire understands that any proposed improvements for the access road (PAR-018) that are inside the
vegetative buffer at 6757 Portage Road may require coordination with the St. Charles County
Sediment and Erosion Control Inspector. Spire’s understanding is that the vegetative buffer for the
streams adjacent to this access road include areas that are within 25 feet of the stream top of bank.
Spire will notify the County Inspector if it is determined that improvements to the access road will be
required within the vegetative buffer. Spire assumes that application of gravel within the existing
width of the road for routine maintenance will not require coordination with the inspector.

Comment 4:  Required - A determination must be made by the Army Corps of Engineers as to whether a 404
permit will be required for the proposed pipeline construction within the designated wetland areas.
Provide a copy of their response. Provide copies of 404 and 401 permits if they must be obtained
from the Corps of Engineers and the Missouri Department of Natural Resources.

Response 4:  Spire and GAI have been working with Mr. David Meyer at the United States Army Corps of Engineers
(USACE) St. Louis District for 404 permitting of the Project’s proposed stream and wetland impacts.
Spire has applied for coverage under USACE Nationwide Permit 12 ("NWP 12") (Project

No. MVS-2016-582). The Project currently meets the conditions for programmatic State of Missouri
("MQO") 401 water quality certification coverage under NWP 12. Section 404/401 Permit approval from
the USACE has not yet been received. However, approval will be obtained prior to starting
construction. A copy of this approval will be provided to St. Charles County once received.

Spire recently purchased wetland mitigation credits (0.84-acre in MO) to fulfill the NWP 12 mitigation
requirement for the proposed impacts. Purchase of stream mitigation credits is not currently required
for the Project.

We've begun uploading information into the applications. However, we have a few questions prior to submittal.

Floodplain Permit:

The website will not allow files greater than 25Mb to be uploaded. The floodplain permit letter and figures are
approximately 67 Mb and we’re unable to reduce it much further. Would the copy that was sent through
Newforma on 11/21 be sufficient? Or would you prefer that we break the PDF up into smaller portions?

Land Disturbance Permit:

Is the Land Disturbance Permit application able to be submitted without attaching an Erosion and Sediment
Control Plan, since Spire will only be providing a copy for the County’s records prior to construction? Based on
the highlighted sections of the form, it appears that some type of attachment for the Erosion and Sediment
Control Plan section would be required for submittal of the application. What would you prefer that we do with
that section?

We also have a question regarding the seeding requirement noted in No. 2 of the Terms of the permit. The
majority of the project within St. Charles County is in agricultural fields. In these locations, the topsoil will be
segregated and restored following the pipeline installation. However, no seeding is intended within the limits of
the field. In areas outside of these ag fields, Spire will be responsible under FERC requirements for monitoring
success of revegetation and restoration and will work with landowners to restore these areas in accordance with
FERC’s Plan and the individual landowner agreements. Spire has proposed to utilize a selection of native seed
mixes for the restoration. Can you please confirm whether this would satisfy the requirements for Permit Term
No. 2?

We reviewed this issue with our state MS4 Director at Missouri Department of Resources and we offer the following
course of action:

The County will require and agree to:

Issue a land disturbance permit for the portion of the project in the unincorporated county.

Waive plan review fees and plan submittal/approval requirements in Section 412.060.A with the exception of
412.060.A.3.b,c, & g.

Reduce the base inspection fee to a non-refundable $150 (6 hours inspection) and limit County inspections to a
pre-construction meeting (if applicable), inspections of construction site accesses to county roadways,
inspections resulting from complaints or violations of water quality standards, and a final inspection.

Waive the performance guaranty requirement.

Provided that:

Water quality standards are not exceeded during the course of construction for the oil and gas related activities
as listed in 40 C.F.R Section122.26(a)(2)(ii).

Spire implements erosion and sediment control best management practices (BMPs) during construction to
protect environmental resources and to permanently stabilize the project upon completion in accordance with
the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) requirements.

A courtesy copy of the final construction plans is submitted showing the land disturbance areas and the
proposed sediment & erosion control and accesses to the site.

Environmental inspectors are onsite throughout the project to identify and address potential issues in
accordance with the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) requirements.

Spire submits applications for all other applicable County permits such as floodplain, special use permits, and
natural watercourse permits for utility crossings.

This will require Spire to apply for a land disturbance permit. We will put similar language for the conditions listed
above on the permit that is issued. Should violations of water quality standards or hazards involving county roads occur
during construction, the County reserves the right to revoke the permit and require Spire to fulfill all of the
requirements of Section 412.

As this appears to be a matter of first
impression, we would ask that Spire provide an opinion with analysis from a legal resource in Missouri. | can then have
our counselor review that and give you a more definitive opinion on this matter. | am also going to contact our state
MS4 Director at Missouri Department of Resources to see if he can give me any direction.

At worst, | can waive any land disturbance/erosion & sediment control plan submittal requirements under Section
412.060, including a reduction in inspection fees and performance guaranty. You may request a waiver for specific plan
submittal requirements per 412.070. You aren’t required to use St. Charles County BMPs long as your construction BMPs
meet our standards, so we can approve BMPs generic to this project. | would be willing to reduce inspection fees and
local inspection assignment and waive the performance guaranty as long as we can have assurance that the project is
being regularly inspected at the state or federal level, the contractor has performance bonding requirements, and that
the federal requirements provide for final stabilization of the project.

We wanted to make you aware of this
and ask that the County further review Spire’s exemption request and the information regarding the NPDES exemption
for oil and gas activities. In response to this request, you said that you would send this information up to the County’s
legal counsel for further review. We understand that you said that your legal counsel was very busy right now and that it
may be a few days before she could look at it.

| submitted your justification for an exemption to our land disturbance permit to our Counselors’ office. Their response
was that a simpler exemption could be granted based on the fact that Spire is a public utility (see attachment

above). For this reason, Spire is exempted from needing a land disturbance permit under County Code 412.050.A.2
provided that, “... no change in drainage patterns or sedimentation onto adjacent properties will occur.” This exemption
does not relieve Spire from obtaining other required county permits for accesses to county roads, flood plain
development, and building/electrical facilities.

As you expressed in our most recent meeting, Spire would provide a courtesy copy of the final construction plans
showing the land disturbance areas and the proposed sediment & erosion control and accesses to the site. We would
also appreciate being notified 48 hours prior to the start of construction within the unincorporated county.

Subject: St. Charles County - Land Disturbance Permit Exemption for Oil and Gas Related Construction Activities

Mr. Gnecco,

We appreciate you taking the time to meet with us last week to discuss the Spire STL Pipeline project and the St. Charles
County permitting requirements. As discussed during the meeting, Spire believes that the Spire STL Pipeline project
would be exempt from St. Charles County Land Disturbance permitting requirements due to existing exemptions from
NPDES construction stormwater permitting for oil and gas activities at both the Federal and State level. Spire is
requesting an exemption from the St. Charles County Land Disturbance Permit as well. This email is intended to provide



you with additional information on the Federal and State of Missouri exemption for oil and gas related activities with
regards to construction stormwater permitting.

The Federal exemption is included in Federal Regulation 40 C.F.R. 122.26(a)(2)(ii) which states:

§122.26 Storm water discharges (applicable to State NPDES programs, see §123.25).

(2) The Director may not require a permit for discharges of storm water runoff from the following:

(i) All field activities or operations associated with oil and gas exploration, production, processing, or
treatment operations or transmission facilities, including activities necessary to prepare a site for drilling
and for the movement and placement of drilling equipment, whether or not such field activities or
operations may be considered to be construction activities, except in accordance with paragraph
(c)(1)(iii) of this section. Discharges of sediment from construction activities associated with oil and gas
exploration, production, processing, or treatment operations or transmission facilities are not subject to
the provisions of paragraph (c)(1)(iii)(C) of this section.

Note to paragraph (a)(2)(ii): EPA encourages operators of oil and gas field activities or operations to
implement and maintain Best Management Practices (BMPs) to minimize discharges of pollutants,
including sediment, in storm water both during and after construction activities to help ensure protection
of surface water quality during storm events. Appropriate controls would be those suitable to the site
conditions and consistent with generally accepted engineering design criteria and manufacturer
specifications. Selection of BMPs could also be affected by seasonal or climate conditions.

40 C.F.R. 122.26 (c)(1)(iii) referenced in the section above states:

§122.26 (c)(1)(iii):

(c) Application requirements for storm water discharges associated with industrial activity and storm water
discharges associated with small construction activity—(1) Individual application. Dischargers of storm water
associated with industrial activity and with small construction activity are required to apply for an individual permit
or seek coverage under a promulgated storm water general permit. Facilities that are required to obtain an
individual permit or any discharge of storm water which the Director is evaluating for designation (see §124.52(c)
of this chapter) under paragraph (a)(1)(v) of this section and is not a municipal storm sewer, shall submit an NPDES
application in accordance with the requirements of §122.21 as modified and supplemented by the provisions of this
paragraph.

(iii) The operator of an existing or new discharge composed entirely of storm water from an oil or gas
exploration, production, processing, or treatment operation, or transmission facility is not required to
submit a permit application in accordance with paragraph (c)(1)(i) of this section, unless the facility:
(A) Has had a discharge of storm water resulting in the discharge of a reportable quantity for
which notification is or was required pursuant to 40 CFR 117.21 or 40 CFR 302.6 at anytime since
November 16, 1987; or
(B) Has had a discharge of storm water resulting in the discharge of a reportable quantity for
which notification is or was required pursuant to 40 CFR 110.6 at any time since November 16,
1987; or
(C) Contributes to a violation of a water quality standard.

Section 402(1)(2) of the Clean Water Act also includes language regarding the exemption:

Clean Water Act, Section 402 (l). Limitation on Permit Requirement



(2) STORMWATER RUNOFF FROM OIL, GAS, AND MINING OPERATIONS

The Administrator shall not require a permit under this section, nor shall the Administrator directly or indirectly
require any State to require a permit, for discharges of stormwater runoff from mining operations or oil and gas
exploration, production, processing, or treatment operations or transmission facilities, composed entirely of
flows which are from conveyances or systems of conveyances (including but not limited to pipes, conduits,
ditches, and channels) used for collecting and conveying precipitation runoff and which are not contaminated by
contact with, or do not come into contact with, any overburden, raw material, intermediate products, finished
product, byproduct, or waste products located on the site of such operations.

The Missouri Department of Natural Resources (MDNR) State Operating Permit for Land Disturbance (MO-RA00000)
that was issued in February 2017 recognizes the Federal exemption. The MDNR Permit language exempting oil and gas is
included in item number 3 under “Exemptions from Permit Requirements”. This item considers “Oil and gas related
activities as listed in 40 C.F.R Section122.26(a)(2)(ii) where water quality standards are not exceeded” exempt from the
permit requirements. It is Spire’s understanding that the County ordinances for Erosion and Sediment Control
Regulations (UDO Chapter 412) were developed to help the County comply with the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer
System (MS4) NPDES Permit that the County has through the MDNR. As the MDNR currently r
